Nagqoshlik-illumination art has been an important part of Uzbek culture from
ancient times. Over the centuries, its artistic traditions have been developed. The traditions
of painting have been passed from grandfather to father, from father to son, from teacher
to student, and have been preserved till present.

In the history of Uzbek culture, the art of ornament is very ancient and distinguished
by its unique subtleties and patterns. In the types of folk applied arts (such as pottery,
carving, painting, tiling, embroiderycarpet weaving) a wide range of patterns is used.

The decorative art was also used in book art. In the Middle Ages, the manuscript
was decorated by Muzakhibs with various patterns using gold and other colors. The artist,
master of ornament draw the basic drawings, lines of shapes, the details of the ornament
with cane pencil and then paint ornament using gold, silver and other different colors. The
binder prepares the cover from cardboard or leather (with a pattern, engraving, dyeing,
painting with gold), sometimes cover was prepared from wood, cast in silver and decorated
with printed, carved and stepped patterns, bright drawings.

Folk applied decorative art enriches the spiritual world of people, forms their artistic
taste, nurtures their morality. That is why the Uzbek folk applied art is one of the most
important sources in educating people in the spirit of artistic, moral, universal values, in
shaping their scientific worldview and raising their cultural ethics.

The study of the art of illumination serves to develop artistic taste, diligence in people
and the formation of a number of useful knowledge and skills. It helps to identify their
creative abilities and enhance their talent potential.

"Living heritage" center of promotion of Uzbek culture and art also carries out various
spiritual and educational activities in order to develop the folk applied and fine arts, to widely
promote the activities of its representatives.

Based on the above mentioned, I support the inscription of the multinational
nomination "Naqqoshlik — Art of Illumination" in the UNESCO Representative List of
Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity in order to further develop and to transmit this
element for future generation in Uzbekistan.
