The institution " Gomel Regional Folklore Center " asks to support the
proposal to include in the list of intangible cultural heritage in need of urgent
protection (UNESCO), an element of the intangible cultural heritage "
Negliubka textile tradition". Our institution provides methodological assistance
in identifying and preserving intangible cultural heritage on the territory of the
Gomel region, provides curatorial and organizational support for the activities
of folk artists.

Textile traditions of the agro-town of Negliubka are a distinctive
phenomenon of Belarusian folk art. The famous Negliubka towels are the
hallmark of both the Vetkovsky district and the whole of Belarus. The richness
and variety of weaving and embroidery techniques, complex polychromy, a
widely developed ornamental foundation are the main features of the element.

In weaving, brane, bulkhead (under the canvas", two-sided and one-
sided busting), elective, mortgage and other techniques are used. In addition,
complex connecting seams are widely used, the so-called non-Lube shackle
and textile weaving.

The famous Negliubka towels are made in white-red, white-red-black
colors, have a complex polychromy (up to 25 colors and shades in one
product). Negliubka towels are distinguished by an abundance of ornament.
Local craftswomen use several dozen complex geometric and floral ornaments.
The ends of the towels, as a rule, are trimmed with a fringe of red, white and
black threads. All samples of local textiles, including multicolored
“bedspreads”, “curtains”, “knurlers” and other interior items stand out for their
high artistic qualities, distinctive polychromy and the complexity of the
ornament.

We believe that the inclusion in the list of intangible cultural heritage in
need of urgent protection (UNESCO), an element of the intangible cultural
heritage " Negliubka textile tradition" will contribute to the popularization of
the ancestral tradition among the ethnic community, will help to involve the
bearers of tradition in international cultural communication and will become
the basis for further exchange of experience.
