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Item 8 of the Provisional Agenda: Possible creation of an emblem of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage
	Summary

The Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage does not explicitly request the Committee to create an emblem thereof. This document proposes that the Committee discuss the usefulness of having an emblem and proposes a possible procedure for doing so.  
Decision required: paragraph 3


1. The Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage (the “Convention”) does not  foresee the creation of an emblem. However, the purposes of the Convention include raising awareness at the local, national and international level on the importance of the intangible cultural heritage (Article 1). The Convention calls upon the Intergovernmental Committee for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage (the “Committee”) to promote the objectives of the Convention (Article 7(a)) and to seek means of increasing its resources (Article 7(d)). Taking into account these articles, the Committee may wish to consider the desirability of creating an emblem that could contribute to achieving the objectives of the Convention and facilitate its promotional and fundraising activities. The use of an intangible heritage emblem could also support States Parties in their safeguarding efforts. 

2. Several of UNESCO’s programmes and one Convention (inter alia, the 1972 Convention concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage, the Man and Biosphere Programme and the Intergovernmental Oceanographic Commission) use emblems to promote their objectives and increase their visibility. In the event the Committee decides that an emblem for the Convention is desirable, it may request that this be done through an open competition procedure to be organized by the Secretariat. The Committee may wish to set up – in accordance  with Rule 21 of its Rules of Procedures – an  ad hoc subsidiary body composed of one State Member from each electoral group to screen the designs submitted and to pre-select the three designs that best reflect the purposes and spirit of the Convention, for recommendation to the Committee as a whole. The Committee may then wish to select, in plenary session, one of those designs for adoption as the emblem of the Convention. 
3. The Committee may wish to adopt the following decision:

The Committee, 

1. Recalling Articles 1, 7 (a) and 7 (d) of the Convention, as well as Articles 13 and 14 (a); 

2. Having examined document ITH/07/1.EXT.COM/CONF.207/8;
3. Acknowledging that the use of an emblem would support its activities and those of States Parties in promoting the objectives of the Convention;

4. Requests the Secretariat to conduct an open competition for the design of an emblem that best reflects the purposes and spirit of the Convention;
5. Decides to establish in accordance with Rule 21 of its Rules of Procedure an ad hoc subsidiary body consisting of _____, _____, _____, _____, _____ and _____ to review the designs submitted to it by the Secretariat to recommend three of them to the Committee for its further consideration. Once having submitted its recommendations to the Committee, the ad hoc subsidiary body shall cease to exist.
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
