	Mosi, ramie cloth, has been a popular material for Korean clothing for more than 1,500 years, presenting a positive opportunity to better understand Korean clothing culture. Mosi is an exceptionally breathable cloth providing relief in hot summer weather. Hansan ramie weaving, boasting one of the finest qualities of all other textile materials, requires special weaving techniques. 

The area around Hansan-myeon in Seocheon-gun, South Chungcheong Province, contains ideal natural conditions for cultivating healthier ramie plants than in any other location, sparking its development of proprietary weaving methods and production of high quality ramie cloth.

Women primarily participated in Hansan ramie weaving and transmitted their skills to their daughters or daughters-in-laws. 

Hansan ramie, a traditional Korean summer cloth representing the national aesthetic, contains significant historical value and has been designated as important intangible cultural heritage to safeguard the weaving methods and enhance the visibility of this cultural heritage. Today, Master Bang Yeon-ok is recognized master of Hansan ramie weaving.

Identification and definition of the element (cf. Criterion R.1)

	Weaving of Mosi, Fine Ramie, in the Hansan Region is a skill of weaving ramie cloth in a traditional manner using natural materials from ramie plants on a traditional loom. It is not simply the skill of weaving ramie, but also a form of recreation that allows the weavers to take pleasure in participating in the entire production process. According to historical records, Mosi was well recognized in countries neighbouring ancient Korea: it was exported first in the Three Kingdoms period (4th-7th century) and regarded as a major export item in the Goryeo Dynasty (8th-14th centuries) and Joseon Dynasty (14th-20th centuries). It has been esteemed as a popular summer cloth to this day. Although ramie weaving has spread to other regions, including the Chungcheong and Jeolla Provinces, ramie cloth’s true heartland is Hansan. This area boasts fertile land and sea winds that allow ramie plants to grow healthier than in any other region, resulting in quality ramie cloth.

Weaving of Hansan ramie was transmitted in the form of women-led family operations and was characterized by the tradition of women passing down their proprietary skills to their daughters or daughters-in-law. However, it was also a community culture in that neighbours gathered and worked together in a designated section of the town. Since weaving of Hansan ramie could be used as a substitute for money during the Joseon Dynasty at a time when women were excluded from many social and economic activities, most women wove ramie cloth as a major source of income. However, as industrialization rapidly swept through Korean society and different cheaper and more easily-handled cloth were introduced, Mosi fell from favour and the number of women weaving it began to decline. In response to this trend, the Korean government determined to safeguard the skills of weaving of Hansan ramie, and in 1967 designated it as important intangible cultural heritage for its vital transmission. 

Currently, the transmission of ramie weaving is conducted through apprenticeship by the master and her students and through mother-to-daughter transmission by ordinary households practicing this element. 

Weaving ramie cloth includes a number of processes, including harvesting, boiling and bleaching ramie plants, spinning yarn out of ramie fibre, and weaving it. Currently, around 500 people in Seocheon-gun, South Chungcheong Province are engaged in the diverse activities of weaving ramie. Of the entire production volume of ramie cloth in South Chungcheong Province, only that produced by 157 people from the Hansan region is recognized as authentic Hansan ramie. 

Designated Master Bang Yeon-ok is the main practitioner and takes responsibility for promoting the tradition of Hansan ramie weaving among young people and handing down her techniques to future generations. 

Since the later times of Joseon Dynasty (18th century) when Hansan ramie was first commercialized, the primary purpose of Hansan ramie was to generate income. To earn increased income, a family group usually divided their labour to produce ramie, or a local community collaborated. This led to Mosi-doorae (collaborative effort to produce Mosi), which has further developed into the present specialized activities of Hansan ramie weaving. Mosi-doorae was mainly organized around a unit of relatives or neighbours, thus allowing families and neighbours to unite and stimulate a harmonious atmosphere within the group. As Hansan ramie is relatively more highly valued than other ramie products from other regions, the ramie producers of the Hansan region have kept to the traditional methods of Hansan ramie weaving despite the rigors of the process. An ramie weaving is still a source of income of housewives. They sell their products during the Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival or online. 

Ramie has been used to produce a variety of clothing for common people, including dress suits, military uniforms, and mourning garments. The whiteness of the bleached ramie clothing, as well as its refined quality and neatness, offers an elegant style of dress and was thus welcomed as high-end clothing. In the meantime, white attire is a cultural and historical icon symbolizing Korea and an important measure to express the Korean character.

From ancient times to date, the weaving of ramie has been executed by hand in the home and the skills have been transmitted within families. Most Mosi producers in the Hansan region are said to have acquired their skills from their mothers or mothers-in-law. Among them, those over the age of 60 are found to have begun learning the weaving techniques at the age of 14 or 15. Master Bang Yeon-ok similarly absorbed their weaving skills in this way. The reason was that through weaving they could not only help other female family members with their efforts, but also play a role in supporting their families. This trend was strengthened by the social preference of the 1960s that young unmarried women skilled at weaving the highly valued ramie were welcomed as ideal prospective brides due to their ability to earn income. Therefore, many women willingly learned the techniques prior to marriage.

Starting from the 1970s, demand for ramie began to decline and the number of Hansan ramie producers dropped apace. For a more vital transmission, the government designated Hansan ramie weaving as important intangible cultural heritage. Mechanization and industrialization can affect the process of weaving ramie, but the practitioners of Hansan ramie weaving have insisted on the traditional techniques. They are striving to encourage ramie weaving apprentices to make more use of traditional looms while also taking advantage of upgraded techniques. Modernized looms can certainly contribute to producing better ramie cloth; still, the acquisition of traditional production methods also helps spread appreciation of ancient wisdom and instils a uniquely Korean spirit and culture into weaving ramie.

Contribution to ensuring visibility and awareness and to encouraging dialogue 
(cf. Criterion R.2)

	The skills and knowledge surrounding Hansan ramie weaving are important intangible cultural heritage that formed and was developed in accordance with the natural environment, apparel culture and social customs of Korea. Although a variety of clothing materials have been advanced thanks to the development of synthetic fibbers, there is a growing need for eco-friendly, chemical-free clothing. Hansan ramie has been increasingly gaining attention as its refined quality and eco-friendliness appeal to the public.
If Hansan ramie weaving is inscribed on the Representative List, the subsequent social effects within Korea will be great. The inscription would have a significant impact on the transmission of Hansan ramie weaving at a time when the demand  is suffering due to modernization. It would also help strengthen the pride and self-respect found among practitioners, thus amplifying their devotion to transmitting their skills to future generations. The Korean public would also take greater interest in Hansan ramie weaving as an Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity, which could trigger renewed demand. In short, the inscription of Hansan ramie weaving on the Representative List should contribute to securing the visibility of Hansan ramie weaving and enhancing public awareness. 

Hansan ramie weaving products differentiate themselves from other clothing materials. They are representative of Korean textile culture for their natural, ecological, and functional qualities that help realize the dream of a more ecological life.  

Across the globe, it is easy to witness traditional production of textiles from natural materials. Placing Hansan ramie weaving on the Representative List may help enhance global awareness of traditionally crafted cloth, encouraging other nations maintaining such textile customs to appreciate the fact that the skills involved in weaving cloth can be recognized as the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity. All in all, it should promote the visibility of intangible cultural heritage as a whole. 

The inscription of Hansan ramie weaving also could stimulate other countries to examine their traditional cloth, contributing to spurring a new textile culture in line with the unique textile traditions found worldwide.

	Recently, the Hansan ramie weaving master and the local government in Korea have begun to devise a variety of safeguarding measures in order to endure vitality of Hansan ramie weaving.  

As part of the effort to foster apprentices, the Hansan ramie weaving master and teaching assistants have performed regular training to teach traditional skills of Hansan ramie weaving at the Hansan Mosi Weaving Education Centre. They have demonstrated the entire process of the traditional weaving of ramie cloth at public events for the promotion of Hansan ramie weaving.

The local government of Seocheon-gun, home to the education centre and the main region for the weaving skills, has invested 6 billion won over the last 20 years in the Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival. The Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival (http://mosi.seocheon.go.kr/), organized by the Committee for Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival consisting Hansan ramie practitioners, has been held for the last 20 years to introduce both at home and abroad the excellence and tradition of Hansan ramie as intangible cultural heritage, contributing to boosting demand for the products. This event was selected as one of the major Korean cultural events and received an additional annual financial support of 100 million won from the central government. The event has witnessed a growing number of participants every year, attracting about 600,000 festival-goers in 2008.

The local government also operates the Hansan Mosi Museum, a promotional website (http://www.hansanmosi.kr/) which serves visitors in four languages (Korean, English, Japanese, and Chinese). This website provides fundamental knowledge on ramie and operates an online shopping mall that sells a wide range of ramie products. The website, launched in 2007 with a budget of 150 million won, is operated at an annual maintenance expense of 15 million won and boasts prompt updates of information. 

The local government also manages the Hansan Mosi Weaving Education Centre, composed of eleven display rooms in a two-story building sponsored by the central government. The centre presents examples of ramie, historical information, and the process of weaving ramie, all in a well-organized manner that allows visitors to take in the essence of ramie at a glance. It also operates three ramie workshops through an annual budget of 20 million won, in order to provide practitioners with a workplace. The workshops are open to the public to allow a better understanding of the tradition. 

The central government designated Hansan ramie weaving as important intangible cultural heritage in 1967 and has been making efforts to safeguard the element since that time. The designated master receives compensation for expenses accumulated in the process of transmitting these skills: one million won in monthly activity costs and six million won as an annual exhibition subsidy.

Safeguarding measures proposed

	Since long before being designated as important intangible cultural heritage, ramie cloth has been the beloved embodiment of Korean summer clothes. As an addition to this domestic recognition, the inscription of Hansan ramie weaving on the Representative List would provide an opportunity to introduce the brand name Hansan ramie around the world and would contribute to promoting the Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival and Hansan ramie fairs, thus stimulating demand for ramie cloth. The essence is, however, whether or not a proper system exists for teaching the weaving skills needed to respond to such an increase in demand. According to research, the vitality of traditional Hansan ramie could be threatened by the following factors: instability of supply in response to excessive demand, possible changes in the traditional ramie craft process, the aging of the existing master, and the concentration of financial support on the master. The central government and relevant local authorities should devise diverse measures to mitigate the negative impacts that could stem from the process of transmitting Hansan ramie weaving and to further safeguard the vitality of Hansan ramie. 
Protecting the Interest of the Community 
Concerned Hansan ramie is a typical case of a handcraft industry and consists of cultivation of ramie plant, raw material supply, ramie cloth production and distribution of ramie products in the Hansan area. Excessive demand for ramie could impact the health of the ramie production cycle in the region, since less-costly raw materials imported from neighbouring countries are available as substitutes for higher-quality domestic materials. In response, policies to expand the farmland available for ramie cultivation will be adopted to secure a stable material supply and marks-of-origin regulations will be introduced. Specifically, the Korean government already designated a registered Geographical Indication for Hansan ramie in 2006, based on WTO’s TRIPS (Trade Related Intellectual Properties), and will adopt a traceability system using RFID tags in order to protect the products of ramie practitioners. 
Building a Database and Basic Research

Since weaving ramie is labour-intensive, in order to meet growing demand it may be necessary to accept certain technical adjustments, such as automation. As part of efforts to document the traditional handcraft techniques, the government is planning to establish a database of technical changes that may occur in traditional handcraft industries. Also, starting from 2011, the National Research Institute of Cultural Heritage will conduct basic research on Korean weaving skills.
Expanding the Number of Beneficiaries for the government support

Currently, the transmission of Hansan ramie weaving is the responsibility of the individual master. Due to this status, apprentices in ramie weaving are fostered only by a select few masters. This has increased the difficulty of expanding the number of apprentices, and the masters designated by the government are aging. To address this situation and invigorate the transmission process, the government is planning to designate a whole local community or town engaging in collaborative Hansan ramie production in the Hansan area as a responsible group for transmission

	The master transmitting Hansan ramie weaving skills and teaching assistants are endeavouring to maintain traditional techniques of production and teaching apprentices. On second Saturday of the month, they teach traditional skills at the Hansan Mosi Weaving Education Centre. They also host annual events including public demonstrations of Hansan ramie weaving in order to promote the excellence of Hansan ramie weaving.
To enhance visibility, Hansan ramie practitioners will use an annual government budget of 40 million won to operate a Hansan Mosi School (open three days a week) where the public can be instructed about ramie weaving firsthand.

	The local government of Seocheon-gun oversees 3.3 million square meters of ramie farmland and is establishing an active system for support of related industries and safeguarding of the tradition. The local authority has conducted seven projects for R&D, 16 promotional events including the Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival, seven projects for establishing networks of practitioners, researchers, and businesses, and five projects designed to protect practitioners’ products, including Geographical Indication registration. 

To boost demand for Hansan ramie, Seocheon-gun has organized the Committee for the Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival and hosts the event every June. Over its 20-year history, it has presented diverse events: a Hansan ramie fashion show, a weaving game, demonstrations of master’s production, experiential events, selling Hansan fine ramie, the International Forum of Natural Textiles, ramie fairs, and Natural Dyeing Experience. Through such dynamic promotions, the festival contributes to publicizing Hansan ramie at home and abroad.    

The Korean government will continue to introduce a variety of policies to ensure the tradition and vitality of Hansan ramie weaving. It is planning to secure stable supplies of domestic ramie plants in preparation for a possible growth in demand, and continue to conduct monitoring. The state also has plans to expand its financial support from individual masters to local communities. To fulfil this aim, it will engage diverse parties including local authorities, communities, and the Committee for Hansan Ramie Fabric Cultural Festival in a concerted policy effort.

	The nomination of Hansan ramie weaving to the Representative List was undertaken through the participation of the master, the individuals, and the groups concerned. In December 2008, Hansan ramie weaving was selected for nomination following the request of the communities concerned and verification and careful review by the Cultural Heritage Committee of the Cultural Heritage Administration.
This form was completed after conducting interviews with the master and other individuals concerned and ensuring their thorough understanding of the nomination for inscription on the Representative List. The master and concerned communities submitted recordings of recent activities and participated in video field recordings for submission. They Hansan ramie weaving take great pride in this nomination.

	Hansan ramie weaving was designated as important intangible cultural heritage in 1967. The designation process started with the request of the groups and individuals concerned, and they provided all the necessary documents during the process. In order to be listed as an important intangible cultural heritage, it was required to demonstrate recognition for its historical, artistic, and academic value as an intangible cultural asset while meeting the designation criteria for Important Intangible Cultural Heritage (Article 11, Clause 1 of Enforcement Decree of the Cultural Heritage Protection Act). Among the seven categories of Intangible Cultural Heritage (music, dance, drama, games and ritual, martial arts, handicrafts, and food), Hansan ramie weaving fits under the category of handicrafts. The process of designation was carried out in accordance with the Cultural Heritage Protection Act and the Cultural Heritage Committee participated in the designation. The Korean government monitors and documents designated intangible cultural heritages a minimum of once every five years. The related data is updated based on this regular monitoring.
