Annotated programme 
UNESCO’s Online Training for Trainers Course on Living heritage and sustainable urban development is part of the project ‘Strengthening capacities for resilient communities through Sustainable Tourism and Heritage Safeguarding in Latin America and the Caribbean’. This initiative is funded by the Ministry of Culture of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia within the framework of the UNESCO Programme on Culture and Digital Technologies. The course consists of six sessions designed to equip experts in intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development with UNESCO’s capacity-building approach and materials for safeguarding living heritage in urban contexts, in alignment with the 2003 Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage.  
Structured around the three thematic units below the course fosters interdisciplinary collaboration. It aims to strengthen synergies between living heritage and urban planning, promoting more inclusive and sustainable urban development through the safeguarding of living heritage:
· Unit 1: Linking intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development
· Unit 2: Key frameworks related to living heritage and sustainable urban development
· Unit 3: Practical approach to safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts

Programme details
Day 1 | Introductory session
Session description: 
This session will introduce the approach and objective of the Training of trainers on safeguarding living heritage and sustainable urban development. It will provide an overview of the training materials for a five-day in-person workshop on the topic, which country teams will be asked to conduct in their respective country/city for the implementation of the project ‘Strengthening resilient communities through sustainable tourism and heritage safeguarding in Latin America and the Caribbean. Additionally, it will discuss the role of the facilitators in the context of the project.
Learning objectives:
· Familiarize experts with the objectives and content of the workshop
· Discuss the objectives, target audience and scope of the in-person workshop on safeguarding intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development at country level
· Build a shared understanding of the role of the project facilitators
Sequence of activities :
1. Item 1. Opening remarks and introduction of participants (70 min).
2. Item 2. Background, objectives and workshop agenda (30 min). 
3. Break (10 min) 
4. Item 3. Project overview, facilitators’ roles and responsibilities (20 min). 
5. Item 4: Linking intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development (Unit 1). Short introduction (15 min). 
6. Item 4a: Introductory exercise ‘State of the art of intangible cultural heritage and urban planning’.  Explanation by lead facilitators. The ten country expert teams will work in pairs (35 min).
7. Summary of the session (5 mins). 
Day 2 | Unit 1. Linking intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development
Session description: 
This Unit intends to provide a basic introduction to the relationship between safeguarding intangible cultural heritage and promoting sustainable urban development, focusing on key concepts, benefits and challenges. Additionally, it seeks to familiarize workshop participants with key urban planning structures - ecological, functional, socioeconomic – alongside built heritage, to explore how intangible cultural heritage can be integrated in each of them.
Learning objectives:
1. Define the concepts of intangible cultural heritage safeguarding and sustainable urban development.
1. Explain how safeguarding intangible cultural heritage contributes to sustainable urban development and community well-being - across environmental, economic and social dimensions – and vice versa, how sustainable urban development reinforces the safeguarding of intangible cultural heritage.
1. Present key urban planning structures (ecological, functional, socioeconomic and built heritage) and provide examples of how intangible cultural heritage safeguarding can be integrated into each of them. 
Sequence of activities:
1. Item 4a: continued. Sharing the results of the introductory exercise ‘State of the art of intangible cultural heritage and urban planning’. Two groups will be formed, each with five country expert teams, to share and discuss results from the exercise. This is followed by short presentation of key points in plenary (20 min). 
2. Item 4b: Practical exercise ‘Sharing concepts on intangible cultural heritage and urban planning’. Facilitator explains the exercise. Two groups will be formed, each with five country expert teams, to carry out the exercise. This will be followed by short presentation of key points in plenary. (25 min).
3. Item 4c: Presentation of key concepts related to intangible cultural heritage safeguarding and sustainable urban development – Unit 1, PPT 3 to be followed by Q&A (25 min).
4. Break. (10 min)
5. Item 4d: Presentation on the relationship between intangible cultural heritage, sustainable urban development and key urban planning structures – Unit 1, PPT 4 & PPT 6 to be followed by Q&A (50 min).
6. Item 4e: Results from the UNESCO 2022 Survey on Safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts – Unit 1, PPT 5 to be followed by discussion. (30 min)
7. Item 4f: Brief introduction to the discussion guide on intangible cultural heritage and its benefits for communities and sustainable urban development – Unit 1, PPT 7. This guide is intended to prepare a panel discussion with intangible cultural heritage bearers during the in-person workshop to be held at country level (5 min).
8. Item 4g: Practical exercise ‘Identifying the relationship between intangible cultural heritage and urban planning structures.’ Facilitator explains the exercise. Country teams will do the exercise outside the session and present the results on 19 March to conclude work on Unit 1. (10 min).
9. Summary of the session (5 min).
Day 3 |Unit 1. Linking intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development (Continued)  
Unit 2. Key frameworks on intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development

The session will continue with Unit 1 and close with the exercise ‘Identifying the relationship between intangible cultural heritage and urban planning structures.’ 
Then it will move to Unit 2, which aims to introduce United Nations policy frameworks and specific standard-setting instruments relevant to safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts. It will emphasize information relevant for integrating intangible cultural heritage safeguarding in urban planning and encourage participants to relate the instruments to the specific context of the cities they know or work in.
Learning objectives:
· [bookmark: _heading=h.3znysh7]Understand how the different UN policy frameworks and UNESCO standard-setting instruments in the field of culture relate to the topic of integrating intangible cultural heritage safeguarding into urban planning. 
· Relate the policy frameworks and instruments to their specific urban contexts.
Sequence of activities:
1. Item 4g: continued. Each country team presents the results of the practical exercise ‘Identifying the relationship between intangible cultural heritage and urban planning structures.’ This is followed by discussion (50 min).
2. Item 5: Key frameworks related to living heritage and sustainable urban development (Unit 2). Short introduction by lead facilitators (5 min).
3. Item 5a: Overview of key frameworks. Graphic overview of key international policy frameworks and instruments (from UNESCO, UN Habitat and the UN) – Unit 2, PPT 1 (5 min).
4. Item 5b: Presentation of UNESCO frameworks – Unit 2, PPT 2. Introduction to UNESCO's frameworks and standard-setting instruments relevant to the safeguarding of intangible cultural heritage and sustainable urban development. Followed by Q&A (45 min).
5. Break (10 min).
6. Item 5c: Presentation of UN-Habitat frameworks – Unit 2, PPT3. Introduction to key frameworks and related guidance. Followed by Q&A (50 min).
7. Item 5d: Practical exercise on the application of instruments in participants’ cities of the participants - Unit 2, PPT 4. Facilitator explains the exercise. Country teams will do the exercise outside the session and present the results on 27 March to conclude Unit 2 (10 min).
8. Summary of the session (5 min).
Day 4 | Unit 3. Practical approach to safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts (1/3)
Session description: 
The objective of Unit 3 is to explore how urban planning can support the safeguarding of intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts by applying practical methodological tools.
The specific objective of Day 4 is to explore in greater detail how intangible cultural heritage relates to the four structures of urban planning – ecological, functional, socio-economic and built heritage – through practical examples, that make key concepts more tangible for participants. This session is also helps participants assess threats and benefits of safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in cities, as part of the approach to integrate intangible cultural heritage safeguarding into urban planning.
Learning objectives:
· Explain how, practically, intangible cultural heritage safeguarding can be incorporated into urban planning processes.
· Analyse and articulate the basic structures of urban planning and their relationship to the practice and safeguarding of intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts.
· Recall some of the main threats to the viability of intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts and the type of benefits that arise from the practice of intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts.
· Apply a set of methodological tools that can help integrate intangible cultural heritage safeguarding into urban planning processes.
Sequence of activities:
1. Item 5d: continued. Country team present key insights gained from the practical exercise ‘Application of the instruments’ in the cities chosen in each country (50 min)
2. Item 6: Practical approach to safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts (Unit 3). Short introduction by lead facilitators (5 min).
3. Item 6a: Presentation of urban planning structures and practical examples that illustrate their relationship to intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts (Unit 3) – Unit 3, PPT 1. Fernando Granados, Lead workshop facilitator, followed by Q&A (55 min).
4. Break (10 min).
5. Item 6b: Presentation of main threats and benefits. Threats and benefits to the continued transmission of intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts are presented – Unit 3, PPT 1, followed by discussion (30 min).
6. Item 6c: Template review – example of intangible cultural heritage element in city context. The template guides participants in preparing a short presentation on an intangible cultural heritage example and its relationship with each urban planning structure – Unit 3, PPT 2, followed by Q&A (25 min).
7. Summary of the session (5 min). 
Day 5 | Unit 3. Practical approach to safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts (2/3)
Session description: 
The session intents to present a set of methodological tools that can assist in incorporating intangible cultural heritage safeguarding in urban planning. The presentation of the tools will include practical examples that illustrate the use of each tool and its application in different cases. Prior to the session, facilitators will be sent a document with an explanation of the methodological tools that they should read beforehand. Finally, guidelines will be reviewed that will help the facilitators to structure different activities of the in-person workshop in their countries.
Sequence of activities:
1. Item 6d: Presentation of the methodological tools to safeguard intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts. Facilitator presents theoretical concepts and practical examples to illustrate the use of each too – Unit 3, PPT 1 followed by discussion (75 min).
2. Break (15 min). 
3. Item 6e: Review of the template for a practical exercise on the application of the methodological tools – Unit 3, Handout 1, followed by Q&A. Country teams will go to breakout rooms to do the exercise in session and resume in plenary for the summary session. They will complete their presentations for the following online session on 1 April (85 min).
4. Summary of the session (5 min).
Day 6 | Unit 3. Practical approach to safeguarding intangible cultural heritage in urban contexts (3/3)
Session description: 
This session intents to carry out a practical exercise that allows participants to experience the use of the proposed tools. Prior to the session, facilitators will be sent the template to carry out the practical exercise. This session will also conclude the workshop with a discussion on future challenges and opportunities for incorporating intangible cultural heritage in urban planning.
Sequence of activities:
1. Item 6e – continued. Five country team present key insights gained from the practical exercise (round 1) (50 min).
2. Break (10 min).
3. Item 6e – continued. Five country teams present key insights gained from the practical exercise (round 2) (50 min).
4. Item 6f: Review of the guidelines for on-site visits – Unit 3, Handout 2.  The field visits focus on examining the relationship between specific intangible cultural heritage elements and urban planning structures, followed by Q&A session on the proposed format (10 min).
5. Item 6f: Closing session of the workshop and feedback from participants. Secretariat of the 2003 Convention (60 min).
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
