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Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage

CONSULTATION ON THE 10TH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION OF THE CONVENTION
JORDAN
1. Establishing a stationary or mobile exhibition for the intangible cultural heritage which represents the different life styles in Jordan in accordance with the five domains identified in the Convention.

2. Publishing a book that includes pictures of the various types/shapes of intangible cultural heritage in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

3. Conducting a number of art performances in the different governorates of Jordan, taking into consideration that it should be comprehensive and representative to the various Jordanian Communities.
4. Holding workshops on the popular handicrafts in the different regions of the Kingdom.

5. Organizing a summer camp in the north region for students coming from the south and vice versa in order to acquaint them with their specific intangible cultural heritage.
6. Presenting T.V. and broadcast programmes based on intangible cultural heritage with reference to the ICH Convention.

7. Encouraging the schools throughout the whole country to hold a one-day celebration on heritage with the participation of the local community, parents & practitioners.

8. Organizing festivals for folklore performances, story- telling, popular poetry, music, songs, and poplars.
