	Every man above the age of sixteen who resides in Imst is eligible to participate. The Carnival is organised by a society that is presided over by a chairman and two deputies. Besides the society, the numerous helpers working in the background (persons of all ages and social backgrounds) are absolutely vital for the smooth running of the preparations and the Carnival itself. In 2009, there were 900 active participants (almost 10% of the total population of Imst) and some 150 additional helpers. In order to take in the spirit of the tradition as well as to learn and understand all the rules, it is advised to live in Imst for about eight years. This way, one can experience the Carnival twice. Older inhabitants are known to help the younger generation and newcomers on their way.

	The element Schemenlaufen is exclusively located in the city of Imst (9,500 inhabitants) in the West of the province of Tyrol. Although there are other Tyrolean carnivals, they all differ from each other while also showing some similarities, for example the characters or costumes. This varies from one village to the next. The names of the other Tyrolean carnivals are: the Schellerlaufen in Nassereith (Circle of Scheller), the Wampelerreiten of Axams (Riding of the Fat Man), the Schleicherlaufen of Telfs (Circle of the Schleicher), the Blochziehen of Fiss ("Bloch-pulling" in Fiss) and the Mullerlaufen of Thaur (Circle of the Muller). All of these villages are located in the Western part of Tyrol.

	The Schemenlaufen is a procession of masked characters that leads through the city centre of Imst every four years on the Sunday before Lent begins (typically in February). The main characters are the "Roller", named after the costume’s rotating bells, and the "Scheller" who carries big bells weighing up to 35kg. Together, they perform a special dance of jumps and bows. The sound of their bells, a mix of light and deep chords, is typical for the Schemenlaufen and pleases the audience. A total of 55 couples of "Rollers" and "Schellers" take part in the procession. The "Laggepaare" (caricature masks of "Roller" and "Scheller") imitate their dancing in a slow manner. Some characters like the "Sackner" and "Spritzer" are responsible for keeping order within and for the procession by softly hitting or splashing the audience with water to keep them out of their path. As all of these masks continuously move along, it is fun to see the changing formations, to hear the bells and to feel the response from the audience. Other masks include the "Kübelemai", a girl throwing scented powder onto the audience, or chimney sweepers who climb up houses to demonstrate bravery and the art of climbing. Witches shout at the audience and have their own band that plays awful, dissonant melodies. White or brown bears show their strength while remaining under the control of stronger characters. 

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If yes, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	The Chairman of the Fasnacht committee is responsible for the coordination of all preparations. One of his deputies deals with international relations and general questions, while the other is responsible for questions concerning the organization of the committee. Furthermore, every mask belongs to a different group presided over by its own "Säckelmoaschter". "Säckel" means bag of money, whereas "Moaschter" refers to "master".

From September onwards, the "Roller" and "Scheller" meet once a week to practise their dance in the streets of Imst. All the costumes have to be checked and, if necessary, repaired. Many inhabitants (particularly the women) of Imst are schooled in the historic techniques for making these costumes: i.e. the bells of the "Scheller" are forged by a number of blacksmiths, or the skirts of the "Wifligsackner" (female bag-person) are sewed out of dozens of cuttings using a special machine. The builders of the wagons already start their work in summer time, when groups of about 25 men decide on the theme of a wagon (usually referring to the history of Imst and Tyrol). These wagons are used as moving bars to serve drinks. 

Everybody is welcome to carve wooden masks, but not every mask is good enough to be worn at the Schemenlaufen. 

Further functions within the committee are treasurers, secretaries, the chronicler, media spokespersons and the archivist, who is responsible for the safe-keeping and distribution of costumes and masks. It is one´s individual decision to become part of a group of masks. 

	

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

	As part of the preparations for the Fasnacht, the older participants demonstrate their respective skills: i.e. the dancing steps of the "Roller and "Scheller", the shouting of the witches, or the movements of the "Altfrankspritzer", characters who spray water on the audience. The various groups of masks take care that newcomers are correctly instructed. They are shown the proper behaviour during rehearsals and are corrected, if necessary. Knowledge of traditional craftsmanship is usually passed on within the family – if not, it is also taught in special courses. Practical knowledge, such as the building of the wagons, is acquired through learning by doing. Months before the Schemenlaufen takes place, participating women meet to talk about the upcoming tasks. At least one woman knows the old techniques and hands them down during these meetings.

Furthermore, the knowledge about the tradition of Schemenlaufen is passed on in school. The Fasnacht is a mandatory topic in the 3rd year of primary school in Imst. The pupils then visit the museum in the House of Fasnacht, see all the masks and photos, and watch a film. The guides are experienced men who tell them of the tradition of the Schemenlaufen.

Last but not least, the parents tell their children of the Schemenlaufen. Often, the father demonstrates special steps or ways to move, since most children are eager to learn. Nowadays, transmission does not only take place orally, it has also been well recorded by several TV documentaries. 

	(iv) What social and cultural functions and meanings does the element have today for its community?

Not to exceed 250 words

	The Carnival unites the whole population of Imst in one common goal: organizing the Fasnacht in accordance with its long-standing tradition. This tradition is supposed to be transmitted to the younger generations, just as it was handed down to the present one by its forefathers. This consciousness of continuity is very important for the bearers and practitioners of the tradition, as they feel like a link in the chain that connects the past, the present and the future. Tales of past 'Fasnachten' and former participants are an essential part of the unique atmosphere of the Carnival in Imst. This is rounded off by the three "Fasnacht papers", whose puns and word games are wonderful examples of authentic, local literature.

The process of integration is similiar in every group of masks and consists of rehearsals and lessons. The most prestigious characters are undoubtedly the "Roller" and the "Scheller" who are highly respected. In the past, there were social differences between the groups of masks, but they no longer exist.

The cultural centre of the Schemenlaufen is the House of Fasnacht, where meetings take place and members get together to enjoy beverages. They talk about important issues while surrounded by carved maskes, photo exhibitions and paintings of the Fasnacht. Theatre performances, sometimes with international attendance, take place here as well.

	(v) Is there any part of the element that is not compatible with existing international human rights instruments or with the requirement of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, or with sustainable development?

	Every part of the element is compatible with the existing international human rights. Furthermore, the idea of solidarity between the various Tyrolean carnivals plays an important role for all activities before and during the Fasnacht in Imst. Over the past decades, former rivalries between the different types of carnivals in Tyrol have made room for a new spirit of tolerance and friendship. This mutual understanding can be seen as the carnival societies invite and visit each other, work together on a joint book project ("Die großen Fasnachten Tirols", edited by Hans Gapp), and organise exhibitions, where six North Tyrolean carnivals (Axams, Fiss, Imst, Nassereith, Telfs, Thaur), one South Tyrolean (Tramin, Italy) and one from the Trentino (Ladin Val di Fassa, Italy) come together to give a joint presentation of their traditions. The showing of respect for each other’s achievements leads to an increased mutual understanding and promotes a fruitful exchange. The initiative for these (bi-)annual exhibitions derives from the city of Imst.

	(i) How can inscription of the element on the Representative List contribute to the visibility of the intangible cultural heritage in general and raise awareness of its importance at the local, national and international levels?

	The creation of the Austrian Inventory of Intangible Cultural Heritage in 2010 was accompanied by a surprisingly large amount of media coverage and a notable increase of interest in traditions by the Austrian population. This attention can be traced back to the fascinating variety of intangible traditions, including elements from urban phenomena to regional know-how. The individuality of each tradition leads us on our way towards understanding the wealth of living cultural heritage.

As Austria’s first inscription in the Representative List, the Carnival of Imst would help to raise awareness for the large variety of other unique traditions and to strengthen the existing elements' national and international significance. At the same time, the Austrian media may pay increased attention to elements on the international lists, which could lead to new perspectives on Austrian traditions.

	(ii) How can inscription encourage dialogue among communities, groups and individuals?

Not to exceed 150 words

	The inclusion of the Carnival of Imst will strengthen the visibility of its heritage bearers, thereby enabling the enlargement of existing networks and the setting up of new ones. The organizers and participants of the Fasnacht currently maintain a close partnership with Rottweil in Baden-Wuerttemberg. Heritage bearers and officials of both the "Schemenlaufen" in Imst and the "Narrensprung" in Rottweil are in close contact with each other to discuss their traditions and current problems. Joint exhibitions are planned in the future to show both the differences and the similarities of the two traditions. 

A film project called “Ways of the Masks, Ways of the Wind / Wege der Masken, Wege des Windes” was realised together with Burkina Faso, which deals with the magic of masks and the transcultural spirit of carnivals. The House of Fasnacht serves as a platform for communication and hosts an average of 4,000 visitors per year.

	(iii) How can inscription promote respect for cultural diversity and human creativity?

	The inscription of the Carnival of Imst would help to further the awareness of the cultural and creative diversity of other Fasnacht traditions. Every Schemenlaufen attracts visitors from many countries and the officials of Imst try to stay in contact with them. 

So far, there have been several cooperation projects between the various carnival communities. In 2009, an exhibition named “Women in Carnival”, showing five Tyrolean villages, was organized in Tramin (Italy). In 2010, this exhibition was presented in Meran (Italy), from where it moved on to Hettingen (Germany) in 2012. 

For the past two years, the Schemenlaufen of Imst has been in contact with the Museum of San Michele (Italy). In February 2012, Professor Cesare Poppi was in Imst to give a lecture on the subject of "Carnival - King of Europe". For 2013, there are plans for organising a meeting to discuss contemporary problems of carnivals in Europe.

	(i) How is the viability of the element being ensured by the concerned communities, groups or, if applicable, individuals? What past and current initiatives have they taken in this regard?

	The so-called "Säckelmoaschter" and the other members of each group of masks are the ones primarily responsible for preserving and transmitting the tradition of Fasnacht to the younger generations. The older ones thoroughly teach the beginners how to move, how to jump and how to handle the various utensils. Attention is paid to formal aspects of the Carnival, such as the correct step sequences as well as the original meaning of the masks, their role within the overall structure of Fasnacht and their interpretation. For years, "Fasnacht Imst", that is the active members of the Fasnacht represented by the Fasnacht committee, had been trying to build up archives, when in 1994, the city of Imst donated an old farm house to the heritage bearers. The Fasnacht men then voluntarily worked for about 7,000 hours in building up their archives. Private companies and the local community supported the work by giving subsidies or materials. The archives were finished in 1999 and a small museum called "House of Fasnacht" has been open to visitors since 2001. It received the Museum Award of the Province of Tyrol and welcomes about 4,000 visitors every year. Since over a decade ago, the House of Fasnacht and Fasnacht Imst have been reachable online via the website www.fasnacht.at. In 2008, an extensive volume called "Fasnacht in Imst" was published.

The City of Imst and its employees support the Fasnacht by cleaning the city, building stages, ensuring safety measures during the Carnival etc.

	At the local political level, the city of Imst supports all the necessary organizational measures in order to ensure the smooth running of the event. City workers build stages out of materials donated by the city. Since the carnival takes place in winter, the city holds the responsibility of ridding the streets of snow and ice. Special traffic regulations (street blocking, temporary parking areas) are organized and financed by the city. 

The city hall is placed at the disposal of the Carnival people for certain meetings throughout the preparation time (free of charge). The Fasnacht is furthermore funded by the Bank Sparkasse Imst and the Board of Tourism for Imst.

At the provincial level, the Fasnacht is supported by the Cultural Department of the Tyrolean Regional Government. In 2009, an event was organized prior to the Fasnacht and visited by people active in the cultural sector.

Exhibitions organized together with five Tyrolean Fasnacht villages and the Italian Fasnacht of Tramin and Vigo di Fassa in 2005 were funded by the Interreg EU Programme, the Austrian Federal Ministry for Education, Arts and Culture, the Tyrolean Regional Government and the City of Imst. 

Furthermore, the Austrian Federal Ministry for Education, Arts and Culture entrusted the Austrian Commission for UNESCO with identifying and documenting intangible cultural heritage in Austria. The elements have been inscribed in a database and presented on http://immaterielleskulturerbe.unesco.at/en/ as well as in a brochure in German and English, which serves as an additional means of communication.

	(i) What measures are proposed to help to ensure that the element’s viability is not jeopardized in the future, especially as an unintended result of inscription and the resulting visibility and public attention?

	A possible inscription on the Representative List requires some precautionary measures to ensure that the increased visibility does not overwhelm the inhabitants of Imst. In order to ensure that the Schemenlaufen remains a culturally meaningful event for its practitioners and audience, the following safeguarding measures are proposed: 

Imst is a city of 9,500 inhabitants, so the historic centre is very small and the streets are just typical alley ways. Due to the size of the city of Imst and its infrastructure, a maximum of 15,000 to 20,000 spectators could visit the Schemenlaufen. If the Schemenlaufen were part of the Representative List, more visitors would come to see the event, meaning that authorities would have to limit the number of tickets provided to the public. The media plays an indispensible role in keeping the public updated, so the possibility of limited access would be announced via the media.

On the other hand, the homepage of the Fasnacht could compensate for missing out on a visit. The webmaster team works hard at keeping the website up-to-date and making sure that there are no mistakes in the text, so that the media are correctly informed on what terms to use for the different parts and characters of the Schemenlaufen. The people of Imst voluntarily act as a public watch dog, so whenever the media reports something wrong, the people make sure that it is corrected immediately. 

The House of Fasnacht also acts as a center of education for everyone interested in the Schemenlaufen. Furthermore, in 2008, the book "Fasnacht in Imst" was published. The book describes the tradition with much detail, so anyone interested can learn all that he wishes to know. This ensures that the tradition is not jeopardized. If discussions would come up about certain details of the Schemenlaufen, one can simply look up the correct answer in the book. The book was written by a team of well-informed and experienced members of the Schemenlaufen. Also, several thousand photos and films made by private persons can be found in the archives, which serve as evidence. 

The Schemenlaufen comittee is in charge of all the organisational work as well as keeping the tradition alive. For this reason, posts are asigned within the committee. The cashier, for example, keeps the money which is spent on the rare materials used for the costumes. Since he was taught what to look out for by his predecessor, this post preserves the tradition. Each year that the Schemenlaufen takes place, new questions about the "original" Fasnacht have to be answered by the committee, while also having to  teach the younger generations the tradition.

	(ii) How will the States Parties concerned support the implementation of the proposed safeguarding measures?

	The Austrian Ministry for Education, Arts and Culture and the Government of Tyrol will continue to support the Schemenlaufen in order to implement the above-mentioned safeguarding measures. In addition, it is planned to reinforce the official cooperation with the City of Imst in order to guarantee the services and facilities for the visitors.

The Government of Tyrol helps to keep the House of Fasnacht up to date. Whether it is a modern video projection that is needed, or new stairs, or new computers - the Government of Tyrol always helps. The Government of Tyrol furthermore supports the safeguarding of the tradition by photographing the archives for a documentation called Kunstkataster (art cadastre). 

In the years of no Schemenlaufen, work is done to preserve the costumes, the materials, the bells and all of the other props. Sometimes, new ones have to be made. When the Schemenlaufen approaches, the employees of the city of Imst already know their tasks and the managers plan the projects as well as organise the needed materials. 

Of course, the local Board of Tourism supports the Schemenlaufen and its safeguarding measures by writing the correct information about this tradition in their advertisement and newsletters. 

The Austrian Conmmission for UNESCO supports the safeguarding measures by publishing the information on its websites and saving it in its electronic archives.

	(iii) How have communities, groups or individuals been involved in planning the proposed safeguarding measures and how will they be involved in their implementation?

	The Fasnacht of Imst is an integral part of the collective cultural and historical identity of the local population. Its commitment to safeguard the Fasnacht is emphasized by the active involvement during the preparation time. Especially the participation of younger persons to ensure that the tradition is kept alive for future generations is important. Furthermore, civil societies, such as the Association for the Promotion of the Carnival of Imst or the House of Fasnacht, contribute to the safeguarding of the tradition.

The implementation of the safeguarding measures at the local level also includes the preservation of the traditional costumes and the wooden masks as well as the preparation of the handmade decorations for the procession. Past or older members of the Schemenlaufen community also continue to help out by working as securities who keep order, as the expected growth in visitors could lead to disturbances of the procession. 

The communities, groups and individuals were all involved in the compilation of the official Schemenlaufen brochure by providing their own texts and photos. Tourist measures are prepared in close cooperation with the Fasnacht community, who were asked to provide information and remarks on the tradition of the Schemenlaufen by way of questionnaires. The questionnaires also asked for feedback on the subject of how much attention the members of the tradition wished for. Based on the outcome of this enquiry, measures will be taken in the near future in order to make the element more visible.

	The Carnival committee appointed Manfred Thurner to organize and coordinate the nomination process, a task that he completed successfully. Furthermore, the chairman and his deputies were involved in the process, since they were often used as consultants for many of the specific details in the application. As the nomination process progressed, it became apparent that the inhabitants of Imst also showed their unanimous support (as had been expected). Details, such as the selection of pictures, were thoroughly discussed. Since there are normally no Carnival society meetings over the years in-between the Fasnacht events, the committee sought communication with the population through their personal relationships and the local media.

Meetings with responsible politicians and civil servants showed that the application of the Carnival of Imst for the inclusion in the UNESCO Representative List of Intangible Cultural Heritage was wholeheartedly endorsed by the government.

Two scientific reports by Dr. Karl C. Berger and Dr. Thomas Nußbaumer strongly support the Carnival's inclusion in the Austrian Inventory of Intangible Cultural Heritage by scientifically presenting the element´s importance for the inventory. These reports represent the positive attitude of the Austrian population towards the tradition of Fasnacht. The response of the media to the inclusion of Fasnacht in the National Inventory of Intangible Cultural Heritage was also enthusiastic.

	Since the ratification of the convention in 2009, the Austrian Commission for UNESCO has been entrusted with the drawing up of an Inventory of Intangible Cultural Heritage. For this purpose, an advisory panel comprising representatives from five federal ministries, the cultural departments of the nine Federal Provinces and ten scientific experts in cultural, social and natural sciences was set up. This panel decides regularly on the inclusion, deferring or rejection of elements submitted by heritage bearers and thus functions as monitoring body as well. 

All communities and individuals who continue to pass down intangible cultural heritage are invited to apply for the inclusion of their traditions. No legal or financial entitlement can be claimed through such a step. The process of the submission helps the heritage bearers to become aware of the principles of the UNESCO Convention. The inclusion into the Austrian Inventory also promotes the perception and visualisation of local traditions on a larger level.

In March 2010, the Carnival of Imst was among the first 18 elements to have been inscribed on this list. Ever since then, the inventory has grown to now comprise 51 elements. The inventory can be accessed at http://immaterielleskulturerbe.unesco.at in German and English.
