	Terchová is located in the north-west of Slovakia, at the meeting point of the Malá Fatra and Kysucká Vrchovina mountain ranges. The first reference of the village dates back to 1580. The village has 5,000 inhabitants living in the area of 8,454 ha. Terchová is a typical solitary settlement type of village, having had over 120 settlements in the past. The element of the Music of Terchová is mostly to be found in the still populated settlements; in the past, almost each settlement had its own music of Terchová defined by their typical micro-regional style and repertoire. These musical ensembles bore names of the musical families or the settlements they originated in. The phenomenon of Music of Terchová can be located exclusively within the territory of the village of Terchová.

	The music of Terchová is autochthonous, oral traditional music culture of the community of Terchová which is specific for its original collective vocal-instrumental performance combined with folk dances. Most often the music of Terchová is represented by three-, four- or five-member string ensembles with a small two-string bass or button diatonic accordion, performing either independently or as a dance accompaniment. The way of playing and its specific features have been transmitted from generation to generation since the 19th century. Terchová is defined as an area which was comprised of several settlements in the past, a lot of which had their own music bands. The local community of these settlements was closed, which enabled each of the bands to create and cultivate their own specific way of performing while at the same time all of them retained the signs typical of the musical tradition of Terchová. The tradition is complete only with the singing repertoire and is often combined with the “terchofski čardáš” or “starosveckí” dance. The vocal element is made up of multi-voice singing. Parallel with the music bands, the musical tradition of Terchová also comprises of solo musical instruments of the shepherds‘ culture with prevailing shepherds‘ fifes. The musical, singing and dancing occasions were originally closely related to the customs of the family and calendar cycles. As early as the second half of the 20th century, new social and cultural roles of the popular art began to prevail. Apart from entertaining purposes they accentuate representational, aesthetic, identification, artistic, national and other roles. 

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If yes, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	The musical tradition of the village of Terchová is kept alive by the inhabitants of the village of Terchová, as well as by inhabitants of some neighbouring villages. The process of the development of the element can be defined by over twenty stable music ensembles right in Terchová. At present it is difficult to give an exact number of ensembles as many musicians purposefully tend to form occasional ensembles which perform mainly at family, traditionalist and other representational events. Traditions are transmitted from generation to generation orally even today. For example except as violinist today there are about 30 to 40 active children´s diatonic button accordion players in Terchová. Their existence, as well as opportunities for musical presentation, is institutionally seen to, by the Municipality and the Local Cultural and Educational Centre represented by the mayor Viktor Vallo and the Local Cultural and Educational Centre manager, Rudolf Patrnčiak. They provide venues and create other conditions to help keep the tradition alive. The element is practised also by former inhabitants of the village and their descendants who have moved to other territories where they strive to keep the musical tradition alive. The instrumental and vocal repertoire of Terchová is attractive enough for country ensembles from different regions of Slovakia who practise the musical tradition of Terchová even though they have no direct generational or geographical connection to the village of Terchová. 

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

	Throughout the entire process of the development of the element, new knowledge and related skills are transmitted from generation to generation by means of direct communication. This applies to both instrumental and vocal parts, dances, and the knowledge of musical tradition of Terchová, and the skills related to the production of musical instruments. Right in Terchová, several ensembles consisting of members of different generations are active. The Municipality publishes the “Terchovské noviny” newspaper which gives regular information of the history and the present state of the music of Terchová and articles on personages of the musical tradition of Terchová. The youngest generation learns about the music of Terchová from the Bobáň family who have created several educational groups of specific targets, e.g. dancing, singing, playing the string instruments, playing the button diatonic accordion. During the past 10 years over 250 children have undergone this type of instruction. Another way of enhancing the awareness of the nominated element is a worthy cultural space for its presentation as a counterbalance to commercial performances, such as various representational events which can be defined as cyclical and occasional. One of the most significant regular events is the Jánošík’s Days International Festival. The extraordinary occasional events comprise of different anniversaries, festivals, exhibition openings, sculptors’ and painters’ symposia and other significant events of social and clerical life. All these occasions represent the means of transmitting information in the sphere of interpretation. 

	(iv) What social and cultural functions and meanings does the element have today for its community?

Not to exceed 250 words

	The musical, singing and dancing occasions were originally closely related to the customs of the family and calendar cycles. The nominated element fulfilled predominantly an entertaining and ceremonial role. As early as the second half of the 20th century, new social and cultural tasks of popular art accentuated the representational, aesthetic, identification, artistic, national and other roles. This became an opportunity for the music of Terchová to further develop on the one hand, while on the other hand the risk of its devaluation arose.

Today the role of the local and regional semiotic functions are fulfilled by performers of the current music remains exceptionally topical. They help to enhance cultural identities and patriotism. The reconstruction role which is inherent to the interpretation of music helps to keep a firm connection with traditional values. The innovative role is also significant but rather than to depart from the traditional style, it is important for the innovations to make this style the basis of new ways of musical interpretation. That is an important motivational stimulus. 

Public events, such as international festivals, are visited by lots of visitors who are in many different ways related to the cultural area of Terchová, as well as hundreds of foreigners. They admire the music of Terchová which opens them up to new aspects of a particular part of the Slovak musical tradition. The element bearers feel proud and their affinity to their own community grows stronger

	The music of Terchová has a wealthy professional backup and the undisturbed continuity based on oral tradition provides space for continual cross-generational contact. Its content is based on traditional aesthetic and ethical values. This helps create the preconditions for mutual communication and respect for their ancestors’ abilities and it is the means of boosting the self-confidence and pride of their own culture. No part of the nominated element is incompatible with the existing international human rights instruments, with requirements of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, or with sustainable development.

	The inclusion of the element in the Representative List of the ICH would help make the official state and professional institutions turn their attention to tackling the risk factors related to the protection and support of the element. That would allow for regular monitoring of the state and implementation of safeguarding measures of the included element. The monitoring and safeguarding measures will be implemented by The Coordinating Centre of Traditional Culture under the supervision of the Ministry of Culture. The possible inclusion of the element will attract extraordinary and constant attention from media and the public, thus contributing to the promoting of the element at all levels. Critical assessments will also be important. Besides the Representative List, a great deal of attention will be paid by the media and the public to the Convention for the Safeguarding of the ICH and its implementation at national and international levels. 

	(ii) How can inscription encourage dialogue among communities, groups and individuals?

	The inclusion of the element in the Representative List will not only confirm the cultural identity at the local and national levels, it can also significantly help to permanently relate the elements of the ICH to the values attributed to them by the international community. The inclusion of the element will lead to the feeling of permanent pride of this international acknowledgement. Keeping the traditions alive and their  safeguarding, as well as the effort to preserve the element through the transmission from generation to generation will be viewed not only as activities vital for the local or national community, but also as a permanent interest in preserving the cultural values which are vital for the entire international community. Naturally, this will lead to encouraging dialogue among communities, generations, groups and individuals and to deepening the knowledge of cultural diversity of the world of which these elements are a living proof.

	(iii) How can inscription promote respect for cultural diversity and human creativity?

	The music of Terchová is a unique phenomenon which, from the point of view of popularity as well as of awareness of one’s own identity within the local community and in the wider public, is practically unparalleled in other folk music cultures. By including the element in the Representative List the public and local communities will get to know similar elements included not only in the Representative List but also in the List of Intangible Cultural Heritage in Need of Urgent Safeguarding and Programmes, projects and activities for the safeguarding of ICH considered to best reflect the principles and objectives of the Convention. This naturally leads to respect of human creativity and to the knowledge that through understanding and appreciation of diversity of others we can realize and appreciate the uniqueness of our own cultural identity and its importance and significance for the international community and the world’s cultural diversity.

	The area of Terchová has been an attractive locality for many artists and researchers. Ethno-musicologists began to be more systematically interested in the folk music of Terchová in the 1940‘s. Dozens of personages, e.g. Karol Plicka, Pavol Tonkovič, Tibor Andrašovan, Ladislav Leng, Oskár Elschek, Ondrej Demo, Svetozár Stračina, Bernard Garaj, and others carried out a number of collectors’ research. The documentation as well as the sound recordings to their research is kept in the Archives of Slovak National Library in Martin and in the archives of the Institute of Musicology of the Slovak Academy of Sciences in Bratislava. 

Terchová has regularly been the focus of attention of radio and television, and even today live performances of domestic events where the music of Terchová is being performed are broadcasted or recordings are made. The archives of the Slovak radio and television store numerous recordings of music of Terchová.

At present the nominated element remains the integral part of the cultural life of the village. Individual performers regularly participate in different family, traditional or newly created functions, thus showing their performing abilities. The village authorities provide suitable venues for practising and organize regular or occasional events to help promote the element.  Apart from the “Jánošíkove Dni” Folklore Festival, there are other regular events, e.g. Cyril-Methodian Days, Saint Martin’s Festival, the Nativity Mass, Farmers’ Horses Races, and others. The village newspaper gives regular information of events and personages that have contributed to preserving and developing the music of Terchová.

	From performers and traditions bearers, through local groups, fellowships and ensembles, to the local authorities, the local community helps to keep and cultivate the tradition of the music of Terchová by means of financial, organizational and time contributions. Those have their limits, however, and therefore it is not possible to protect and cultivate the nominated element without general acknowledgment and financial support from regional, national and European institutions and funds. That is why the local community represented by the Municipality and the Local Cultural and Educational Centre regularly seek financial support in the form of grants provided by the  Ministry of Culture and regional bodies. For the year 2012 it has won financial support to help organize two main cultural events in the village. 

The self-governing body of the region of Žilina, as the top regional body supports all the activities related to the protection of intangible cultural heritage in the territory of the Region of Žilina, thus making it possible to gain financial resources for these activities from the Grant System of the Self-Governing Body of the Region of Žilina for Culture.

On the national level, a subsidy system has been created at the Ministry of Culture of the Slovak Republic, which represents the possibility of getting financial means for protection and support of all elements of intangible cultural heritage in Slovakia through the subsidy programme of the “Intangible Cultural Heritage and Cultural and Educational Activities”.

	(i) What measures are proposed to help to ensure that the element’s viability is not jeopardized in the future, especially as an unintended result of inscription and the resulting visibility and public attention?

	In recent years, a tendency towards commercialization of the music of Terchová has appeared. This way of performance jeopardizes the purity of the local style of the element, and it can be defined as a retarding aspect in domestic musical culture. Terchová is a centre of tourism thanks to the natural properties of the Malá Fatra mountain range. Varied Slovak and foreign clientele create a lot of financially rewarding opportunities for performing and musicians have partly adjusted to the requirements of paying customers by free copying of the songs generally known from the media.

The element is also jeopardized by ignorance which is closely related to overestimating or underestimating of the tradition by the members of the community themselves. The simplicity and modesty of the musical performance and the beauty hidden in a detail is often mistaken for primitivism. As a consequence, part of the domestic performers, mainly from the ranks of the young, turn away from cultivating the music of Terchová and seek interpretational satisfaction in more attractive folk and other genres. The resulting loss of the knowledge of the entire authentic tradition could result in disrupting the continuity which would be difficult to revive. 

Therefore, the village of Terchová and its local communities intend to work out systematic measures which would enable several subjects to coordinate their activities in several areas:

Conception, identification, inventory listing

a) to prepare the policy of care of the traditional music culture of Terchová which should define objectives and safeguarding measures;

b) to identify and make an inventory of the results of present researches related to the nominated element;

c) to compile an inventory of information (text, audio, visual) and put together the tangible artefacts related to the music tradition of Terchová;

Making available

a) to process and archive acquired materials and make the individual records available on the Internet;

b) to prepare and publish a monograph on the music of Terchová and its performers;

c) to create conditions for establishing  the “Music Museum of the Music of Terchová” that would house different artefacts related to the nominated element, e.g. musical instruments, tools used in making them, photographs, pictures, iconographies, etc.; the museum should operate as an information and educational centre in the issues of the music of Terchová;

d) to intensify the publishing of promoting materials popularizing the nominated element, the entire list of the intangible cultural heritage, and make public on regular basis the activities related to the popularization;

e) to carry on creating the conditions for representing the nominated element with the help of events organized in the territory of the village and establishing contacts with other events of the similar type while helping to preserve the specific signs of performance of individual bands.

Management

a) to enhance organizational structures in charge of implementing the policy; to continue efforts of creating the “Centre of the Music of Terchová” which would create conditions for preserving, presenting, promoting and popularizing of the nominated element and which would organize promotional and educational events in support of distribution of information on the music of Terchová;

b) to create conditions for removing possible harmful consequences of subscription in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Slovakia and in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity which could occur due to the increased interest in the music of Terchová and its possible commercialization. 

	(ii) How will the States Parties concerned support the implementation of the proposed safeguarding measures?

	The Ministry of Culture of the Slovak Republic possesses the financial mechanism of the system of subsidies. Within this system, the Ministry can support some particular measures, e.g. educational activities such as creative workshops, methodological education, symposia, seminars; concerts and artistic performances, publishing of CDs, publishing a book aimed at spreading information on the representative element given, further research into the element and other activities securing the transmission of the element from generation to generation. It can also support cooperation of organizations within its founders’ scope with local groups involved in spreading the knowledge of music of Terchová.

The Slovak Intangible Cultural Heritage Centre is an authorized department of the Ministry of Culture for the implementation of the Convention in Slovakia. To secure the safeguard measures the following activities will be carried out by the coordination centre: following and assessing the compliance with safeguards, submitting information and proposals for other safeguards to the ministry of culture; promoting the nominated element through publishing activities and multimedia.

Measures on the level of the Žilina self-governing region supports the process of enhancing the cultural heritage by providing funding from its own revenues. Thanks to these priorities Žilina can support the activities targeted at preserving and presenting the element.

The Regional Cultural Centre in Žilina is the executive cultural body which supports, manages, guides methodically and organizes cultural events, seminars and exhibitions. Through the listed activities, the Regional Cultural Centre in Žilina has been and will go on presenting and promoting the nominated element 

	(iii) How have communities, groups or individuals been involved in planning the proposed safeguarding measures and how will they be involved in their implementation?

	The village of Terchová is the promoter of the proposal for the inscription of the element in the National representative list. The intention of the village is to meet the objectives of the safeguarding and developing measures. It will use all the available means, capacities and competences of the self-governing body and of the organizations falling within its competence. 

The Local Cultural Centre is the author of the proposal for the inscription of the element in the National representative list. The intention of the Local Cultural Centre is to intensify its support of the element and to play a crucial role in the implementation of the safeguarding measures. 

The Elementary School and Kindergarten in Terchová has actively participated in preparing the proposal for the inclusion of the element in the Representative, mainly in the process of making the proposal and commenting the safeguarding measures in the sphere of education, regional upbringing and the issues of continual transmission of the element from generation to generation within the community. The school’s intention is to take an active part in implementing the safeguarding and developing measures concerning education and inter-generational communication in which process the school will make use of all means available. 

Numerous NGO organisations, folk bands, ensembles and childrens‘ ensembles in the village (e.g. “Nebeská Muzika”, “Ťažká Muzika,” “Rozsutec”, “Muchovci”, “Chotár”, “Terchovček”…) will guarantee live practising of the element and their mutual cooperation as well as cooperation with other subjects at local, regional, national and international level.

- The Municipality as the self-governing body and the representative of the community of the village of Terchová coordinated the work of the individual communities.

- The Local Cultural Centre, which is the main organiser of cultural activities in the village, collected the background materials and the opinions of individual communities and prepared the substantive proposal of the nomination for the representative list at the national level. The proposal became the basis for preparing the nomination for the inscription in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage.

- The NGO “Nebeská Muzika,Terchová,” folk bands and folk ensembles: “Ťažká Muzika,” “Rozsutec,” “Ľudová hudba bratov Muchovcov,” childrens‘ folk ensembles “Chotár” and “Terchovček” are involved predominantly in direct practising of the element. They contributed to the preparation of the nomination with their personal experience, by providing information and archive materials and promised to participate directly in implementing the safeguarding measures. These and several other practitioners supported the nominations by signing the declaration (Appendix 13).

The following national, regional, local and non-governmental organizations participated directly in preparing the nomination:
