	The bearers of the element are individuals, families, rural and urban communities from north-eastern part of Slovenia. Groups of Kurenti generally consist of 10 to 20 men and boys who are sometimes joined by women and children. The bearers form groups not only because of common interest to safeguard this custom, but also on the basis of intergenerational, friendly and family bonds. During decades, the number of Kurenti has been gradually increasing. Some of them act within informal local groups while others are organised in associations (more than 30) some of which are part of the Federation of Kurenti Associations. The nomination includes all groups who submitted the proposal to be included in the national Register of Intangible Cultural Heritage. Craftsmen producing masks and attires are closely connected to Kurenti, although many of them make their own attires. Women are responsible for the production of paper decorations and woollen socks.

	Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti is a Shrovetide custom practised from Candlemas (2nd February) to Ash Wednesday. Kurenti practise their rounds through villages, and since the second half of the 20th century also through the town of Ptuj. Groups consisting of Kurenti and one or more devils, run from house to house, form a circle in the yard and jump around the landlord and his wife. According to their believes, the noisy bell-ringing and brandishing of the wooden stick will chase everything evil away and will bring happiness to everyone they visit. Householders offer them food and drink, women give out their handkerchiefs as a sign of affection. The custom of breaking a clay pot by the landlady for thanking Kurenti at their very first annual round is still alive. 

The attire of Kurenti consists of a sheep’s skin coat, woollen socks, a mask with a pointy nose, long tongue and topped with horns or feathers, a chain with cow bells, and a wooden stick with a hedgehog’s skin and handkerchiefs attached. There are two types of Kurenti: the feathered have ears made of turkey or goose feathers, horns made of straw, tied with leather and decorated with multi-coloured paper ribbons and flowers; the horned bear genuine cow’s horns and leather or fury ears. Some groups perform at carnivals and other events also outside their local environment. The figure of Kurenti, being the most recognisable Shrovetide figure in Slovenia, gave the name to the international Shrovetide festival in Ptuj – Kurentovanje.

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles, including gender or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If yes, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	The primary bearers were only men. According to the tradition, grandfathers would pass on the custom to their sons and grandsons, as only men were able to endure such physical efforts and wear the heavy attire. Since the second half of the 20th century, women and children have been participating in the rounds often bearing a mask of a devil or even Kurenti. Women and children are actively involved in all activities of this custom, in the performance and safeguarding of the rounds. Kurenti normally organise themselves in groups, some establish associations. The leader is generally the eldest member who also organises the rounds through villages and towns. An important bearer of the custom is the Federation of Kurenti Associations which acts as the umbrella organisation and takes care of the transmission of the heritage from one generation to another. 

In the past, men used to make their own attires out of anything that was available on the farm; nowadays, the attires are made by local master craftsmen. A special role is held by women and girls who are responsible for decorations (paper flowers and ribbons, woollen socks, painting of leather facial masks, handkerchiefs embroidery), and for special Shrovetide dishes which they offer to Kurenti during their visits.

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	The most common way of transmitting the knowledge and skills to younger generations is within a family. Grandfathers and fathers teach their grandsons and sons about the importance of the heritage and the skills needed to safeguard the custom. Fathers dress the youngest children as Kurenti, but without a hat at the beginning, and, during the round-making, teach them the necessary skills. The growing-up youngsters learn also from elderly members in groups they are part of and with which they perform the rounds. The figure of Kurenti is gaining in popularity and respect, and many adults wish to “be” and “become” Kurenti. The local master craftsmen and women equally transmit their knowledge and skills of how to make the Kurenti attire and decorations to their descendants. Kindergartens and elementary schools play an important role in the transmission of knowledge and skills related to the element. Yearly they organise more than one hundred free-time activities, workshops and contests, various educational topics and practical training of how to produce a Kurenti attire. The Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum and Slovene Ethnographic Museum organise educational workshops for children, youngsters and families, and include the figure of Kurenti into their exhibition projects. On local, regional and national levels, there are numerous expert and scientific symposia related to the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti. To date, many articles and books have been published dealing with the topic.

	(iv) What social functions and cultural meanings does the element have today for its community?

Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	Annual preparations for and performances of the custom have a great impact on local communities and contribute to the strengthening of interpersonal bonds and local identity. Several generations are involved in the preparations: children, youngsters and adults of both genders. The commitment and affiliation of the bearers to this custom is also proved by the fact that adults take leave in order to be able to perform the rounds, and some schools are closed, for they are aware of the importance of the heritage safeguarding. Local inhabitants are able to recognise in this custom the wisdom of their ancestors which can help to a better quality of life for people and for all living beings.

The Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti represent a significant part of the regional identity, therefore the region where the rounds occur has been named the Land of Kurenti. The prevailing message of the rounds co-creates and enforces the sustainable identity of Ptuj city and of its surroundings. The figure of Kurenti is represented in many companies’ logos, as well as in public legal entities and civil organisations. To take part in the rounds is an honourable deed performed by people from different social strata and who, during the Shrovetide, identify themselves with the figure of Kurenti.

In the modern world, Kurenti and their message have become ambassadors of social and cultural changes which take us all back to the times when people lived in harmony with nature, fauna and flora and, in particular, with each other.

	(v) Is there any part of the element that is not compatible with existing international human rights instruments or with the requirement of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, or with sustainable development?

	The Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti do not contain any part of the element that is not compatible with the existing human rights instruments, or that could create misunderstanding and disrespect of any individual, group or community. The performance of the custom does not depend on social, political or religious beliefs of individuals. Through the participation of some groups of Kurenti in different carnivals, are being built principles of coexistence, mutual understanding and collaboration, intercultural dialogue and tolerance. The Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti are primarily destined to nurture and safeguard genuine human relations and human relationships with nature. Kurenti in their rounds do call for fertility of the soil, good health for animals and people as well as for happiness and harmony in families, and are thus oriented towards the sustainable development. Their dance, performed in the yards of homesteads they visit, is supposed to awaken spring and thank the calm winter for having provided nature with a good rest in order to yield abundant crops.

	The inscription of the element Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti on the Representative List will be a great recognition for the bearers of the custom in local communities, and will encourage them to continue with the safeguarding and transmission of the custom to younger generations. The inscription will have a positive impact on the safeguarding of other Shrovetide heritage in Slovenia and will raise awareness among people about the meaning of the intangible heritage on the local, regional and national levels. The inscription will also mean a better international recognition of the element thus arousing a grown interest of experts, artists, general public and others which will contribute to the enrichment of the knowledge about the Shrovetide heritage of Europe and even wider.

	(ii) How can inscription encourage dialogue among communities, groups and individuals?

	The inscription on the Representative List will encourage the dialogue on the personal, local, regional, national and international levels, and will thus increase the visibility of the heritage. At the same time, it will help to strengthen social networks of similar elements of the European and global cultural heritage, especially with the neighbouring countries as Croatia with bell ringers’ pageant and Hungary with Busó festivities. A grown interest for this kind of heritage can be expected as a result of the inscription of the element on the Representative List in terms of taking it as a topic of numerous scientific and expert meetings. It can also be expected to face increased invitations for the participation of groups of Kurenti in many carnival events around the world. An active participation in mentioned events will enable a direct dialogue and exchange of experience and good practices among individuals, groups and communities.

	(iii) How can inscription promote respect for cultural diversity and human creativity?

	The inscription of Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti offers a possibility for a comparison of similar Shrovetide figures and customs from various regions of Slovenia and the world. The comparison enables a dialogue which can largely contribute to a better understanding of annual customs, and consequently to a better respect of cultural diversity and human creativity. The latter in relation to the Shrovetide figure of Kurenti finds its expression in many artistic works, such as music, film-making, dancing, literature, and fine arts. The inscription will contribute to raise awareness about the wealth of the world which does not reside in cultural and other monolithic aspects, but in cultural and general diversity with respect of local particularities.

The inscription will also allow to compare procedures, technologies and evidence used in different regions to manufacture attires for different customs, habits and rituals which will help to safeguard and respect the human creativity.

	Members of families transmit the figure and meaning of Kurenti to younger generations; they also take care of their attires at home. Local communities and associations use their own financial sources to take care of the premises they need for social gatherings, preparations for the Shrovetide, and for taking care and safeguarding of the Kurenti attires; in addition, the premises are also used as archives. The Federation of Kurenti Associations is responsible for the management of groups and promotion of Kurenti and the related heritage home and abroad. 

Kindergartens and elementary schools help a great deal in the process of safeguarding of the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti. Some of the formal educational courses (painting, sculpture, film, poetry), and also unformal workshops (masquerading, participating in carnival events), help to maintain respect of the heritage. The bearers of the heritage actively participate in all forms of education. Craftsmen producing Kurenti attires importantly contribute to the safeguarding of the heritage. In the local environment, the Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum and Scientific-research centre Bistra Ptuj research, document, safeguard and present the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti. Last but not least, an important part in the safeguarding is held by numerous artists in terms of literature, painting, photography, film, poetry and the like.

	All measures provided by the Slovenian legislation regarding the safeguarding of intangible cultural heritage have been taken. In 2012, the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti were inscribed in the Register of Intangible Cultural Heritage of the Republic of Slovenia. In 2015, the Government of the Republic of Slovenia declared the element intangible cultural heritage of national importance, which is regarded as the highest legal status of intangible heritage in Slovenia. Thus the state confirmed a special professional and social significance of this heritage element and implemented measures to ensure its safeguarding, public availability and transmission from generation to generation.

The national Coordinator for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage is actively involved in the efforts to safeguard this heritage. As a public service institution, together with Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum, it provides identification, documentation, research, evaluation and interpretation as well as promotion of the intangible cultural heritage. It also offers professional support to its bearers and publishes publications that enlarge the visibility of the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti.

The Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Slovenia and the Slovenian National Commission for UNESCO support organisation of events promoting the intangible cultural heritage and Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti, in particular.

All these activities have contributed to the increased visibility of the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti, on local, regional, national and international level.

	Members of families and local communities ensure the safeguarding of the heritage Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti. The element is the vital part of a family, local and regional identity. The Federation of Kurenti Associations plays an important role in ensuring the continuous safeguarding measures of the rounds of Kurenti; at the same time, the Federation takes care of the visibility and awareness raising of the heritage, of its importance in the local and regional environments. In 2016, the Federation is going to publish a multi-lingual promotional brochure in which all bearers of the heritage will be presented. Master craftsmen, who produce Kurenti attires, are indispensable in the process of the survival of the heritage, and in collaboration with the bearers help to safeguard local specificities of Kurenti attire.

Among safeguarding measures are also activities to raise awareness about the heritage carried out through various formal and unformal educational activities. For this purpose, kindergartens will continue to implement elective educational programmes and thematic workshops intended to familiarise the children with the figure of Kurenti and their rounds. The children learn how to make mini attires for Kurenti during training workshops. The elementary schools will continue to organise thematic project weeks during which the participants will create various paintings, sculptures, photographs and other. During the Shrovetide period, their products will be used, as they have been all these years, to decorate shop windows and façades in the town. Children actively participate in the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti and in carnivals.

The Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum will continue, according to its mission, to collect, keep and present the Shrovetide heritage. The collection where Kurenti hold a special place was modernised and re-opened in 2012. In future, the museum will continue with exhibitions, publications, lectures, training workshops, organisation of and participation in expert and scientific symposia, and will thus contribute to the safeguarding of the Shrovetide heritage.

Every year, Ptuj City Municipality cooperates with many neighbouring communities, public institutions, companies and civil organisations who then take care of appropriate infrastructure and financial sources amounting to 200,000 Euros, organise and carry out Kurentovanje, the largest international carnival event in Slovenia and central Europe, where numerous groups of Kurenti present themselves. Kurentovanje in Ptuj attracts every year more than 100,000 locals and visitors from Slovenia and abroad. Thus the recognition of Kurenti is growing, and at the same time the need to safeguard the heritage. Communities and other organisers from the area where Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti are performed will continue financing Kurentovanje thus ensuring its implementation in the years to come. Finally, the Federation of European Carnival Cities for Slovenia (FECC Slovenia), and the Federation of European Carnival Cities (FECC), taking care of international exchange of carnival groups and the promotion of the heritage in its wider meaning, also help in the safeguarding of the heritage. 

The scientific and research work is carried out by the Scientific-research centre Bistra Ptuj which plays an important role in terms of research and promotion of the Shrovetide heritage. The Centre organises and carries out scientific symposia and applied research, and will thus continue to ensure expert bases in order to position the Shrovetide heritage as a generator of local and regional development. Together with the Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum, the Institute of Slovenian Ethnology at the Research Centre of the Slovenian Academy of Sciences and Arts and the Slovene Ethnographic Museum, under the auspices of the Slovenian National Commission for UNESCO, the Centre organises annual expert meetings entitled Srečanje kulturne dediščine Slovenije (Encounters with the Cultural Heritage of Slovenia), during which the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti are debated from various aspects and in a larger context of understanding the cultural heritage. Universities in Slovenia, within the scope of their study programmes, encourage the students to research the element Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti.

	(ii) How will the States Parties concerned support the implementation of the proposed safeguarding measures?

	The State will continue to support the safeguarding of the intangible cultural heritage by providing public services. 

Some of the objectives of the National Programme for Culture (2014-2017) are set to encourage the bearers of intangible cultural heritage and increase the awareness, visibility and sustainable development of this kind of heritage. In accordance with the Slovene Cultural Heritage Protection Act, mechanisms have been set to provide financial support for programmes and projects carried out by individuals, groups and communities. Slovenia has included intangible cultural heritage in the framework of Development Strategy up to 2020 and the Rural Development Programme 2014–2020.
The Coordinator for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage and Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum will, besides offering the professional and research support, continue to pay close attention to the promotion and awareness raising about the importance of the element Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti and include it in educational and promotional programmes.

The Slovenian National Commission for UNESCO will continue to focus on the implementation of the Convention of 2003, in particular through its Committee for Heritage as well as through the institutions that are its members. 

The state will continue supporting the inclusion of the intangible cultural heritage in the programmes of kindergartens, elementary schools, secondary schools, universities and Third Age Universities, and promoting education on the intangible cultural heritage (e.g. via Cultural Bazaar) with the patronage of the National Commission.

	(iii) How have communities, groups or individuals been involved in planning the proposed safeguarding measures, including in terms of gender roles, and how will they be involved in their implementation?

	In the planning of the proposed safeguarding measures were actively involved all bearers of both genders who contribute to the safeguarding of the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti, i.e. individuals, families and local communities, representatives of Kurenti associations and of the Federation of Kurenti Associations, master craftsmen, representatives of schools and kindergartens, municipalities, Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum, Scientific-research centre Bistra Ptuj, Coordinator for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultrual Heritage. Four public consultative meetings, ten round tables, five expert meetings were organised. Different media regularly reported on various activities related to the safeguarding measures in order to keep the public informed. Local communities will continue to safeguard the heritage and maintain good relations among the bearers. Kindergartens and schools will include the heritage of the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti in their educational programmes, especially during the pre-carnival time. Organisers of scientific and expert meetings will keep on with the organisation of different meetings related to the heritage in order to enable representatives of the bearers, associations and individuals to actively participate with their suggestions. Quality proposals and suggestions will help the Shrovetide heritage to survive, and the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti form part of this heritage. Museums and research institutions will continue with the promotion and interpretation of the Shrovetide heritage also beyond the carnival time.

	In 2008, the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage in Slovenia was ratified, and the national Register of Intangible Cultural Heritage was established. Owing to these events, an interdisciplinary working group was established on the local level in which were involved the bearers, representatives of associations and groups, municipal administration and deputies, the Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum, and the Scientific-research centre Bistra Ptuj; the latter took over the coordination of the procedures to inscribe the element Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti in the national Register.

In 2011, following the bearers’ proposal, the representatives of the Ptuj-Ormož Regional Museum and of the Ptuj Public Services as well as the FECC president for Slovenia, prepared a proposal to inscribe the Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti in the Register of Intangible Cultural Heritage. In 2012, expert meetings bearing the title: Encounters with the Cultural Heritage of Slovenia, started to be organised in Ptuj. Many bearers of the Shrovetide heritage actively participated in those meetings and their proposals largely contributed to the formulation of the final text to be inscribed in the Register; at the same time, they also participated in the planning of the safeguarding measures to declare the element as intangible cultural heritage of national importance. The element Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti was inscribed in the Register in 2012, and in 2015 the element was declared the intangible cultural heritage of national importance which is, according to the national legislation, the condition for the nomination of the element on the UNESCO Representative List. In 2015, the element of the Production of Kurenti attires was also inscribed in the Register, for it is about the knowledge and skills inseparably connected to the rounds of Kurenti.

Once the element Door-to-door rounds of Kurenti had been inscribed in the national Register, activities to submit the nomination for the Representative List began. In 2014, a public debate was organised regarding the content of the nomination to which were invited men and women representing the groups and associations of Kurenti, of producers of Kurenti attire and women – responsible for decorations. Representatives of groups and associations were indispensable in the field work where they employed their skills to explain the meaning of the UNESCO Convention (2003) to other members of associations. Many meetings were also carried out with individual members of groups and associations, educational institutions, with the aim to discuss the content of the nomination. During all stages of preparation, consultations regarding the expert contents were carried out between the bearers and the Coordinator for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage (Slovene Ethnographic Museum) and the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Slovenia.

The CHPA establishes also a mechanism for proclaiming an element to be intangible cultural heritage of special importance by the state Government or local authorties. This means official confirmation of the expert evaluation and the recognition of its social importance, representing an achievement of human creativity, or a valuable contribution to cultural diversity.

The communities, groups and individuals, who are the bearers of heritage can apply for the inclusion. They actively participate in the processes of inclusion in the Register and possible proclamation of the intangible cultural heritage of special importance.
