	Iva Grass (lat. Teucrium Montanum) Picking on the day of the Beheading of St. John the Baptist is the practice of the inhabitants of the villages around Ozren Mountain. The villagers of all age and gender groups from Boljanic, Konopljista, Karanovac, Tekucica and Suvo Polje are particularly active. They climb up Gostilj Mountain, where the grass grows, picking it individually and in groups.

The Sokol Club from Boljanic, the union for keeping the traditional values, has been host, promoter and keeper of this tradition since 1999. This club encourages people who are not from Ozren to join them and socialize with visiting folklore societies at the top of Gostilj peak. All guests are invited to pick the grass. Since 1999 this practice has also been known as Tea Day on Ozren.

Non-governmental organizations that take part in this practice are Mountaineering Club "Preslica", Scout Group "Gostilj" and Paragliding Club "Paraghost".

	Ozren Mountain is located in the northern part of Bosnia and Herzegovina on the southern edge of the Pannonian Plain, bounded by the rivers Spreca, Bosna and Krivaja. Iva Grass can be found on all major mounds on Ozren, but the practice is to pick the grass only on the day of the Beheading of St. John the Baptist on the slopes of one of the peaks of Ozren, Gostilj, 773m (44º39’37 "N, 18º11’57" E). This was exclusively practiced by the local residents until 1999. Since then, a significant number of people of all age and gender groups who are not from Ozren have taken part in this practice because the Sokol Club from Boljanic and some other organizations started its active promotion.

	Оnly on the day of the Beheading of St. John the Baptist (11th September), the inhabitants of Ozren Mountain go to Gostilj to pick Iva grass. Depending on the point of departure, hiking along the steep hills in one direction can last for 1-3 hours. Some people first go to the liturgy to the Orthodox Church in Konopljista, the village nearest to Gostilj. The Church temple was dedicated to the Decapitation of St. John the Baptist.

After the Liturgy people climb up Gostilj to pick the grass. Those who depart from distant places climb up Gostilj directly. The picking itself usually takes a few hours, because of the steep terrain and because Iva must be picked carefully and pickers need to find it among the higher grass. When the picking is done and they climb up Gostilj, people spontaneously assemble into many smaller groups, breakfast only lent food, some even do not eat anything red out of respect for St. John because his blood was shed on that day. Many people can be seen in Ozren folk costumes. They play and sing traditional music and dance in Ozren Round. In the afternoon, after picking and socializing, Orthodox priests climb to the peak of Gostilj where they consecrate Iva. For each disease, but also preventively, people consume Iva in different ways (tea, brandy in which Iva is soaked, mixed with honey) with a very strong belief in its healing powers because it was picked on the day of the Beheading.

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles, including gender or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If yes, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	Practitioners are all residents of Ozren Mountain, but especially the residents of the villages surrounding Gostilj (Karanovac, Boljanic, Konopljista, Tekucica and Suvo Polje). All social, gender and age groups take part in grass picking. Passing the practice down to children has been done through the generations so that children take part in the practice from early childhood. Although it is part of their identity, people are glad to invite friends and acquaintances who are not from Ozren to take part in grass picking.

Since 1999 the Sokol Club from Boljanic (the union for keeping traditional values) has been inviting several organisations from other towns and villages to join them in grass picking and socializing with traditional music, songs and dance. Since then, there have been many practitioners who are not from Ozren.
In the same way, several other local associations (Mountaineering Club "Preslica", Scout Group "Gostilj" and Paragliding Club "Paraghost") invite other similar organisations from different regions to take part in this practice.

In recent years, many people who are not from Ozren have taken part in the practice. The members of the aforementioned associations, especially people from Ozren, warn those who do not pick the plant properly and pick it with roots.

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?
Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	Even today, as in the past, transmission is carried out within the family, very spontaneously without certain forms and rules. When children and adults are sick, they are given Iva tea or honey in which the grass is chopped. The same is also used preventively. Adults will often take a glass of brandy with honey and Iva grass. It is a must for guests to be offered with tea or brandy made of Iva. The same things are used for gifts so the grass is used during the whole year in various ways, although the picking element is limited to one day.

Parents and older family members encourage children from early childhood to take part in picking, which is done exclusively on the day of the Beheading of St. John the Baptist (11th September). Although it takes long time to climb up Gostilj and it is quite tiring, one can see children from three years to people more than eighty years climbing up. 

The transmission of knowledge about local customs is part of primary school policy, so on the day of the Beheading of St. John the Baptist the pupils are free from classes just to be able to participate in Iva Grass Picking.

	(iv) What social functions and cultural meanings does the element have today for its community?

Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	The social function of Iva Grass Picking is the element of integration of the community. Through the generations the grass picking has been the practice that gathered local people on Gostilj. Iva is used as a remedy but it also serves as an element of identification of the local population. In that way people preserve elements of Ozren folk costumes, songs and dances and the event is an opportunity for the individuals to wear costumes, the groups of singers are trying to be the best in singing Ozren songs and Ozren Round is a must. 

The cultural function is reflected in the fact that the bearers of the practice inherited from ancestors are happy to share it with others who are not related to this centuries-old heritage, or who are not from Ozren. A cohesive factor of Iva Grass Picking is that the individuals and local associations invite friends and all interested parties to get involved in the picking, believing in its healing powers, particularly because it is picked on the day of the Beheading. Since 1999 many people who are not from Ozren have taken part in this practice. 

In the past, the practice of Iva Grass Picking on the day of the Beheading was exclusively related to folk medicine, a practice that was passed down from generation to generation for many centuries. Nowadays, this primary function symbolizes solidarity, hospitality, social integration and, circumstantially, it preserves Ozren costumes, songs and dances that have been gradually disappearing from daily life.

	(v) Is there any part of the element that is not compatible with existing international human rights instruments or with the requirement of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, or with sustainable development?

	There is not any part of the element that is not compatible with existing international human rights and the practice of the element is not a threat to relations between the different communities, groups or individuals. Even though the element represents deep-rooted heritage of the inhabitants of Ozren, everyone is welcomed to practice it. People are not just formally invited to join, but the inhabitants themselves invite friends and acquaintances to take part in the practice of the element and local associations invite members of other associations to join them in Iva Grass Picking. Picked on Gostilj on the day of the Beheading of St. John the Baptist, the grass Iva has incredible healing properties. This belief has been passed down from generation to generation for many centuries. The grass is God’s gift given to all people therefore the residents of the villages surrounding Gostilj do not have exclusive right to practice the element. The collective attitude of the village residents is that all people who believe in the healing power of the grass are invited to be part of the practice.

The tradition bearers will only react if unconscientious picker pulls the root out: "The grass should be protected for the next year".

	Although the practice "Picking of iva grass on Ozren mountain" takes only one day, it is an important part of the identity. The inscription of this element would enable more people to become familiar with the practice so that people worldwide could contribute to strengthening the element transmission. The inscription on the Representative List would greatly help to preserve the element because, if recognized by UNESCO, certain negative trends that threaten the authenticity of the practice could be stopped and possible destruction of the grass would be prevented. Positive effects would be the tourist valorization of this region, known for its preserved nature, numerous healing herbs and pure water springs. The activities undertaken by the local associations to nominate this element on the Representative List influenced awareness about the ICH, and four more elements from Doboj are in the process of nomination on The Preliminary List of Republic of Srpska(RS).

	(vii) How can inscription encourage dialogue among communities, groups and individuals?

Not fewer than 100 or more than 150 words

	Although people in this area have been ‘‘closed’’ ethnic group for centuries in relation to the neighbors, they are very friendly and willing to share their heritage with others. The inscription would certainly increase coordination between different folklore societies, mountaineering clubs, extreme sports clubs, etc., which have had a certain trend in this regard for fifteen years now, but the coordination and friendship would be better individually because they are very proud of their heritage and are glad to invite friends and acquaintances to participate in the picking. 

The inscription of the element on the Representative List would increase the number of participants and contacts between individuals. 

It would certainly increase significance of domestic tourism and that would be really important because many inhabitants in this area live in very poor conditions and tourist valorization of many segments could enable them some income. 

	(viii) How can inscription promote respect for cultural diversity and human creativity?

Not fewer than 100 or more than 150 words

	Participants in Iva Grass Picking are people of all age, gender and social groups. Cultural diversification of the participants who are not from BiH could be seen since 1999, when local people and associations invited all interested parties for the first time to socialize while picking the grass. The practice of Iva Grass Picking has a direct impact on preservation of folk costumes, dances and songs not only of people from Ozren but also of people from other regions who participate in the practice with their traditional costumes, dances and songs, and there is a mutual respect to the local population and groups that are not from Ozren, so in that way human creativity is manifested. The inscription would significantly affect the popularization of the element by which the aforementioned positive trends in cultural diversification and human creativity would be strengthened.

	Firmly rooted in the identity of the nation - the practitioners, this practice has been passed down to younger at the individual level. The sustainability of the element on an individual level as part of the heritage is reflected in the year-round consumption of Iva grass in different ways, and when people are sick and preventively. They also gift the grass as the most valuable thing they can offer. The intensity of the experience has not been reduced nowadays.

Several local associations, among which the most notable is the Sokol Club from Boljanic, promote this element by organizing meetings on Gostilj on the day of the Beheading of St. John the Baptist with many similar associations that are not from Ozren and some of them are not even from BiH. They also safeguard the element from the negative impact of popularization.

Transmission can be also found in the presentation of traditional local heritage in schools.

In 2002 the element was classified in the Field Museum’s collection in Doboj and the audio-visual documentation is being continuously created.

The element is an important segment of tourism on the tourist map of Doboj region. It was the first to get the status of the Intangible Cultural Heritage (ICH) of RS and BiH and because of stable individual approach to the element, the revitalization of the element is ongoing.

	Transmission: The Ministry of Education and Culture of RS (MEC RS) agreed that the 400 pupils could be free from classes on the day of the Beheading just to be able to participate in the practice. 

Identification, documentation, research: Audio-visual documentation, which is created by the regional coordinator for ICH RS, is stored in the Museum in Doboj and in the Department of ICH RS at the Museum of RS. Research and documentation are funded by MEC RS.

Preservation and protection: Placing the entire Gostilj region under protection as a cultural landscape by The Government of RS is in the procedure. It is initiated by the municipality of Doboj and The Museum in Doboj, in order to prevent negative impacts on the authenticity and existence of the element. Specific area of Ozren Mountain is in the GIS database of protected and potentially protected areas of Republic of Srpska (http://arbormagna.webfactional.com/detalji/613).

Promotion: By the end of 2016, the promotion of the element itself will have been part of permanent exhibition of The Museum in Doboj on ICH, a project funded by MEC RS. The element is promoted as part of ICH on the website of The Ministry (http://www.ekulturars.com/).

Revitalization: The practice is given much more importance because of stable individual approach to the element, the active participation of a local community and local associations, The Regional Centre for ICH at The Museum in Doboj and the Department of ICH RS, with the constant support of MEC RS.

	(i) What measures are proposed to help to ensure that the element’s viability is not jeopardized in the future, especially as an unintended result of inscription and the resulting visibility and public attention?

	Inscription of the element on the Representative List would bring only positive effects. Registration on the Preliminary List of RS and the activities of local associations on the nomination of the element on the Representative List had a positive impact on increasing awareness about the need for the element to be safeguarded by the local community and the State Parties. The aforementioned activities of the local associations increased awareness about Intangible Cultural Heritage in Doboj region, which can be confirmed by four applications for nomination on the Preliminary List of ICH of RS from Doboj region that were sent  to the Museum in Doboj as a regional center. Inscription of the element on the Representative List would greatly affect the awareness of ICH in wider area of Doboj region. Inscription of the element on the Representative List would certainly increase interest for participation in the practice, but it is important to note that the promotional activities of the local associations have already increased the number of participants who are not from Ozren and so there appeared certain negative effects of popularization:

-
unconscientious pickers pull out the grass from roots so the grass, essential part of the element, is endangered; 

-
increased use of motor vehicles on Gostilj ridicules the centuries-old practice of Iva Grass Picking which should be done while walking in nature;

-
setting up food and drink stands is contrary to the behaviour of the participants who dance and sing in groups and eat lent food they prepared themselves.

The local community and institutions reacted to these three main negative effects of popularization of the element. The local population is very hospitable to visitors and they are glad to invite everyone to take part in the picking, but they will warn everyone who would pick the plant with roots.

The Sokol Club installed the barrier at 1000 m from the highest peak of Gostilj to prevent access to off-road vehicles from the south, gentle side of the hill.

The Sokol Club and Scout Group "Gostilj" from Boljanic organize cleaning the day after the picking because careless participants leave their litter. 

These negative effects of popularization were recognized by the municipality of Doboj and a joint initiative with the Museum in Doboj was to address the Ministry for Spatial Planning, Construction and Ecology in RS Government to nominate Gostilj for protected cultural landscape. If it becomes officially protected, the responsibilities of individuals, associations, institutions and local communities would have to be clearly defined, and thus the devastation of authenticity of age-old practice would be prevented. 

Given that Gostilj is located in the municipality of Doboj, Doboj Tourist Organization suggested one of the souvenirs of Doboj to be related to the element itself. The element is one of the segments on the tourist map of the city.

The element will be presented within the permanent exhibition of the Museum in Doboj, Regional Centre for ICH. "Picking of iva grass on Ozren mountain" will be presented within the publication that the Department of ICH RS will publish in cooperation with regional coordinators. The Ministry of Education and Culture (MEC) will finance both projects. The Ministry will also continue funding field research and documentation about the element, which are stored at the Museum in Doboj and the Museum of RS, where the element is being monitored. It will also continue with the practice to free the pupils from classes on the day of the picking so the Ministry thus directly affects the transmission of the element.

	(ii) How will the States Parties concerned support the implementation of the proposed safeguarding measures?

	States Parties shall, through the ministries, institutions and other bodies and organizations, support the implementation of the safeguarding measures for the element.

Since 2002 the Ministry of Education and Culture of RS (MEC RS) has been continuously funding the research of the element. It supervises the authenticity of the element and evaluates whether it is endangered, thereby forming audio-visual documentation stored in the Museum in Doboj as a regional center for research of the Intangible Heritage of the north-eastern part of RS and BiH and the Department of Intangible Cultural Heritage of RS in the Museum of RS.

The Ministry provides financial support to the Museum in Doboj in the realization of project of permanent exhibition of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of the northeastern part of RS, and the presentation of the nominated element is its integral part.

The Ministry also provides support through school programs in which pupils learn about the local traditional heritage.

The Ministry defined functioning of the groups for protection of the ICH (Commission, Department of NKN RS and regional coordinators who work in regional museums) and expanded the list of ICH RS.

There is an ongoing procedure in the Ministry for Spatial Planning, Construction and Ecology in RS Government to place Gostilj region under protection as a cultural landscape, in order to prevent negative impacts of the popularization of the element. 

	(iii) How have communities, groups or individuals been involved in planning the proposed safeguarding measures, including in terms of gender roles, and how will they be involved in their implementation?

	A considerable number of people are members of the Sokol Club from Boljanic. Since 1999, thanks to the enthusiasm of its members, a promotional campaign to popularize the element has been started. The barrier preventing the devastation of Iva grass was installed on their own initiative in order to stop off-road vehicles on Gostilj.  A few days after the picking, with Scout Group "Gostilj", they clean Gostilj of garbage left by careless participants. When the element was registered on the Preliminary List of ICH of RS, and especially after the first element from BiH ‘‘Zmijanski vez’’ was on UNESCO Representative List, the Sokol Club nominated the element "Picking of iva grass on Ozren mountain" on UNESCO Representative List, which was formally confirmed in the form of a letter from 2015, according to the Museum in Doboj and the Ministry of Education and Culture.

A significant contribution to the popularization and preservation of the element give: Scout Group "Gostilj", Mountaineering Club "Preslica" and Tourist organization of Doboj, which animate participants and inform them about the importance of protecting Iva grass.

However, transmission and protection of the element are on an individual basis. Firmly rooted belief in the healing properties of Iva grass being picked on the day of the Beheading is transmitted from generation to generation and it is still unabated. The activity of the associations to popularize the element evolves from a solid and centuries-old belief of the local population.

	The Sokol Club "St. Sava" from Boljanic and the local community were involved in the process of inscription of "Picking of iva grass on Ozren mountain" on the Preliminary List of ICH RS. This was the first element added to the List from Doboj area in 2011.

In 2015, the local inhabitants and the Sokol Club nominated the element "Picking of iva grass on Ozren mountain" on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity. 

After the Inscription on the Preliminary List, the local community, Regional Coordinator for ICH RS, the representatives of the Sokol Club and the representatives of the villages Boljanic, Tekucica, Karanovac and Suvo Polje held many meetings and discussed about the Convention and the necessity to safeguard ICH. 

Shortly after the meetings were held, they have taken certain measures to prevent the negative effects of popularization of the element. Scout Group "Gostilj", Mountaineering Club "Preslica" and Tourist Organization of Doboj supported them in the activities to safeguard the element.

The members of the Sokol Club addressed the Ministry for Spatial Planning, Construction and Ecology of RS to nominate Gostilj for protected cultural landscape.

Photograhic materials and audio-visual records are permanently given to the Museum in Doboj in order to complete the documentation necessary for the nomination of the element on the Representative List, as well as for the realization of the permanent exhibition on ICH.

The activities of the Sokol Club and other institutions, organizations and associations from governmental and non-governmental sector to nomination the element "Iva Grass Picking on Ozren Mountain" on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity, raised awareness of the importance of protection of the intangible forms of heritage in Doboj region. These activities were of extreme importance because four more elements of Intangible Cultural Heritage are in the procedure for the inscription on the Preliminary List of RS, even though these elements are not of the same domain as the nominated element.

Generally speaking, all activities of these associations to safeguard and promote the element are wishes of the local inhabitants who are also members of the associations. They have a very positive attitude towards their tradition inherited from ancestors and they are constantly trying to pass it down to future generations.
