The term tally refers to an Egyptian typ'e of tinsel
embroidery, practiced by women in Upper Egypt
and more specifically in the Governorates of
Assiut and Sohag. Traditionally, this kind of

embroidery was used in decorating occasion
dresses and bridal veils. Available record of its
existence dates back to the 18" century. The art
of tally has gone through many phases of ups
and downs ranging from flourishing, slowing,
and, deterioration to near extinction .This art by
the 1980’s was approaching extinction.

ESFT is concerned about the tangible and
intangible aspects of this art. Thus efforts were
made to document it tools, technique of work,
usages as well as its motifs and their cultural
significance. The stitch, the needle and the
material used are basic were given due
attention for they are the basic factors that
differentiate this craft from any other

embroidery work.
