In 2005, the National Council for Women, in cooperation with
the Egyptian Society for Folk Traditions, initiated a project on the
development of Tally art in the village of Shandawil Island.

The project selected 12 girls who had already been trained by
older women who had inherited the Tally experience and had
chosen me to train other young girls. | trained 60 girls.

Currently, the number of girl trainers with experience has
decreased for several reasons, including marriage of some of them
and their preoccupation with marriage or travel with the husband to
another countries. In addition, in 2011 the demand for the Tally has
decreased, but since the beginning of 2014 the government has
started to develop this art. and so we decided to resort to the
Egyptian Society for Folk Traditions to help us to find solutions to
some problems related to the craft based on its scientific experience
in the craft and on training methods.

| and a group of 40 experienced village girls decided to support
the Egyptian Society for Folk Traditions to registering this art on the
Urgent Safeguarding Lists for its preservation and development and
to overcome the problems we face.
