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FALAK is the central phenomenon of traditional music of Tajiks from mountainous areas, the
genre of traditional music, performing style, one-part or cyclic work. Has a vocal and
instrumental variety. In Tajik music there are two main types of Falak: falaki kulobi and falaki
pomiri. Each type has its own performing tradition. In Falak there are two kinds of musical
compositions: one based on the rhythmometric formula, the other without it, in a free form of
presentation. Types of falaki kulobi: falaki dashti, falaki ravona, falaki roghi, falaki parron,
falaki qalandari, falaki safari, falaki gharibi. From these, falaki dashti is without basic
rhythmformula. Falaki safari, gharibi and dashti are one-part. Falaki roghi, parron and
qalandari have both one-part and cyclic forms.

Falaki pomiri has the kinds of falaki dashti, beparvofalak, falaki motami (funeral falak), falak,
falak-munojot, falak-rapo and falak-madhiya. From these, falaki dashti, falaki motami (funeral
falak), falak-munojot and falak have no basic rhythmoformula and are performed in free
expression. Beparvofalak is one-part and has a thythmic formula. Falak-madhiya and falak-rapo
are examples of cyclic falak.

All kinds of Falak are vocal and instrumental. They can be performed by both men and women,
both old and young. Musical instruments of falaki kulobi: dumbra | dutor, tablak, gizhak, tutak.
Musical instruments of falaki pomiri: rubobi badakhshoni, daff, balandzikom, gizhak, tutak.
