Describe your organization’s contribution to strengthening institutional and human capacities for safeguarding intangible cultural heritage.

	For 30 years, the Oral Traditions Association (OTA) has significantly contributed to strengthening institutional and human capacities for safeguarding intangible cultural heritage (ICH). OTA has implemented training programs, bi-monthly discussions, and research activities aimed at developing expertise in oral traditions across Indonesia. These initiatives have facilitated the preparation of experts to conduct fieldwork and documentation of endangered traditions.

Every two years from 2006-now OTA has been holding International Seminar and Festival of ICH. In that occasion we discussed the contents of The Convention 2003. 

OTA collaborates with government agencies, regional institutions, and academic organizations to collect data on ICH at both national and regional levels. Since 2015, OTA has organized Technical Guidance and Certification programs for Oral Tradition Managers, ensuring the standardization of competency in managing oral traditions. The association has trained 18 assessors and categorized experts into three levels: basic, intermediate, and main.

Additionally, OTA plays a key role in preparing UNESCO ICH nominations, such as the Three Genres of Balinese Dance, Phinisi, and Pantun. It has also engaged in international cooperation, including partnerships with the University of South Australia and VERNADOC for conservation and documentation efforts.

By utilizing diverse media, such as social platforms, newspapers, and film, OTA has expanded awareness and accessibility to oral traditions. Furthermore, its involvement in international seminars, such as the upcoming International Seminar on Pantun Nusantara, demonstrates a commitment to academic and cultural exchange. These efforts collectively enhance institutional frameworks and human resource capacities dedicated to ICH preservation.

	The Oral Traditions Association (OTA) actively engages in the transmission and education of intangible cultural heritage (ICH) through various initiatives, emphasizing collaboration with communities, groups, and individuals. OTA organizes regular seminars, festivals, and discussions to promote the safeguarding and intergenerational transmission of oral traditions. These events serve as platforms for knowledge-sharing among traditional practitioners, researchers, and the broader public.

OTA works closely with communities by supporting local cultural initiatives and training programs. Through bi-monthly discussions at its headquarters and monthly meetings in regional branches, OTA facilitates the documentation and revitalization of endangered traditions. Additionally, OTA collaborates with traditional artists, educators, and scholars to integrate oral traditions into formal and informal education systems, ensuring their continued relevance.

The organization also cooperates with national and international institutions to enhance cultural heritage education. Since 2021, OTA has partnered with Media Indonesia to publish research findings and articles, expanding public awareness of oral traditions. OTA has further embraced digital platforms such as YouTube, instagram,  and social media to increase accessibility and engagement.

Through collaborations with organizations like the Toraja Melo Foundation and universities worldwide, OTA supports field research and community-driven projects. Its involvement in the nomination and preservation of UNESCO-listed traditions, such as Pantun, highlights its dedication to cultural transmission. By fostering partnerships and providing education-focused programs, OTA ensures that ICH remains a living and dynamic part of cultural identity.

	The Oral Traditions Association (OTA) plays a crucial role in the inventorying and research of intangible cultural heritage (ICH) by working closely with communities, groups, and individuals to document and safeguard traditional knowledge. OTA collaborates with the Indonesian government and regional institutions to collect and assess ICH data at both national and local levels. Since 2013, OTA has participated in government-led efforts to identify and evaluate endangered cultural heritage, ensuring its protection and transmission.

A key aspect of OTA’s work is its extensive research on oral traditions, which involves training experts to conduct fieldwork in various regions. Through bi-monthly and monthly discussions at its headquarters and regional branches, OTA engages with traditional practitioners and community representatives to document their cultural expressions. The organization also conducts research to understand why some traditions persist while others disappear, using these insights to develop preservation strategies.

OTA’s partnerships extend internationally, including collaborations with the University of South Australia and VERNADOC for architectural and ethnographic documentation. The organization also supports UNESCO nomination processes by providing research, verification, and also action program in term of preservation  after UNESCO adopted the elements like Phinisi and Pantun.

OTA ensures that research findings are widely accessible through media publications, digital platforms, and academic conferences. By fostering strong relationships with local communities and scholars, OTA continues to strengthen the inventorying and documentation of Indonesia’s rich intangible cultural heritage, ensuring its sustainable preservation.

Describe your organization’s participation in developing policies, as well as legal and administrative measures, for safeguarding intangible cultural heritage. Explain, in particular, how your organization cooperates with communities, groups and, where relevant, individuals.

	OTA does contribute to policymaking indirectly through its collaboration with government institutions, research initiatives, and advocacy efforts. Since 2013, OTA has worked with the Indonesian government to collect data on ICH at regional and national levels. This data supports decision-making processes related to the protection and recognition of cultural heritage. OTA also participates in government-led assessments to identify and certify cultural heritage masters, ensuring their expertise is formally acknowledged. Additionally, the organization has been involved in developing competency standards for oral tradition management, leading to training programs and certifications for cultural practitioners.

OTA’s contributions to UNESCO nominations, such as participated in preparing procedures for proposing elements the pantun (joint nomination with Malaysia) in 2020 and Mak Yong extension with Malaysia in 2025. These contributions  demonstrate its involvement in international heritage protection efforts. However, while these efforts influence policy indirectly, the document does not specifically mention OTA’s role in drafting laws or official government regulations.

OTA facilitates dialogue between local communities and policymakers, ensuring that cultural practitioners' perspectives are considered in heritage preservation efforts. However, without explicit references to OTA’s role in legal or administrative policy formulation, it appears that its primary contributions lie in research, advocacy, and educational initiatives rather than direct policy development.

	OTA actively promotes the role of intangible cultural heritage (ICH) and its safeguarding in society through various initiatives, including public engagement, education, and media outreach. OTA organizes international seminars, festivals, and bi-monthly discussions to raise awareness about the importance of ICH. These events bring together cultural practitioners, researchers, and policymakers, fostering a deeper understanding of oral traditions and their role in Indonesia’s cultural identity.

OTA collaborates with government agencies, academic institutions, and media outlets to ensure that traditional knowledge reaches a wider audience. Since 2021, OTA has partnered with Media Indonesia, a newspaper with around 100.000 /one hundred thousand readers and 270.000 / two hundred and seventy thousand online readers , to publish research findings and articles on ICH. Additionally, the organization has leveraged digital platforms such as YouTube and Instagram to document and share oral traditions, making them more accessible to younger generations.

OTA also emphasizes the importance of safeguarding ICH through education. It works with communities and universities to conduct research, training programs, and certification processes for oral tradition practitioners. By integrating ICH into creative industries, such as film and tourism, OTA helps generate economic value for cultural heritage while ensuring its sustainability.

Furthermore, OTA’s contributions to UNESCO’s safeguarding efforts, including its involvement in the nomination of cultural elements like the Three Genres of Balinese Dance and Phinisi, highlight its commitment to promoting ICH at both national and international levels. Through these activities, OTA strengthens societal appreciation for intangible heritage and supports its continued preservation.

	OTA actively raises awareness about intangible cultural heritage through various initiatives, including public events, media outreach, and digital platforms. OTA organizes international seminars and oral tradition festivals, which serve as key platforms for promoting ICH among scholars, cultural practitioners, and the general public. These events highlight the richness of Indonesia’s oral traditions and encourage broader participation in their preservation.

OTA collaborates with Media Indonesia and other social media, to publish articles and research findings related to ICH. This partnership ensures that discussions about oral traditions reach a wide audience. Additionally, OTA regularly produces digital content, including YouTube videos and social media campaigns on Instagram, to engage younger generations and promote the importance of safeguarding ICH.

We also conducts bi-monthly discussions  to educate communities about the significance of oral traditions. These discussions provide a platform for practitioners to share their knowledge and experiences, fostering greater appreciation and participation in heritage preservation.

Furthermore, OTA has played a role in UNESCO’s efforts to safeguard ICH, including the carrying out living heritage activities for oral tradition heritage managed by OTA representatives in various regions and also participating in NGO forum programs as well as publishing articles and films regarding the preservation of cultural heritage that is almost extinct. . By participating in these national and international initiatives, OTA contributes to raising global awareness about Indonesia’s rich intangible heritage.

Through its diverse efforts, OTA ensures that ICH remains a vital and valued part of society, encouraging its protection and continued transmission to future generations.

	OTA actively facilitates the engagement of communities, groups, individuals, and other stakeholders in safeguarding intangible cultural heritage  through various collaborative initiatives. OTA works closely with local communities by organizing discussions providing a platform for practitioners to share their knowledge and concerns about preserving oral traditions.

OTA also engages with government institutions and academic organizations to develop strategies for safeguarding ICH. Since 2013, every year OTA has collaborated with the government to nominate the ICH to be designated as heritage at regional and national levels, ensuring that endangered traditions receive the necessary recognition and support. The association has further contributed to the certification and training of practitioners, fostering capacity-building efforts that empower cultural communities.

Additionally, OTA supports and facilitates the participation of communities in international forums and events. It has played a key role in the UNESCO nomination process for significant cultural elements , ensuring that local cultural practitioners are involved in these initiatives.

Through partnerships with various universities such as the UC Los Angeles, USA, Leiden University, Netherlands, Orientale University of Naples, Italy, the University of South Australia and various institutions that safeguard for ICH such as the China Opera Institute, Singapore and NusPARC, Malaysia, OTA engages with researchers, anthropologists, and architects to document and protect ICH. Moreover, by leveraging media outlets such as Media Indonesia and digital platforms like YouTube and Instagram, OTA amplifies the voices of communities and raises awareness about the importance of safeguarding ICH. These efforts demonstrate OTA’s commitment to inclusive and participatory heritage preservation.

Describe your organization’s engagement in cooperation at the bilateral, subregional, regional or international levels for the implementation of the Convention, including initiatives such as the exchange of information and experience, and other joint initiatives.

	In carrying out oral tradition safeguarding activities, OTA received support from the government and several institutions that have a concern for tradition preservation. The principle of respecting cultural diversity and honoring humanity, brings OTA to various activities inside and outside Indonesia. In the field of safeguarding oral traditions, since 2O19 OTA has received support from the Minister of Educartion and Culture ,  the Indonesian Institute of Sciences (now BRIN), and Local Goverment where the OTA representative is located. It has developed multidisciplinary research, namely vernacular, oral tradition, and memory with the University of South Australia, Adelaide, University of Indonesia, Orientale University, Naples, Italy and Leiden University, Netherlands. 

Last 2022 OTA collaborated with CNRS, Paris to research oral traditions in East Nusa Tenggara and published oral traditions book of Toraja, South Sulawesi. OTA was a member of DeCOSEAS (Decolonizing Southeast Asian Sound Archaives)  with the European Committee (BBC / UK, SOAS / UK, Jaap Kunst Collections / Amsterdam, National Museum / Indonesia to conduct research and open access to sound and images. colonial period in Southeast Asia. In line with the oral traditions data security program, from the beginning of this year until July  2025, OTA together with 32 / thirty-two branches in Indonesia recorded their video recordings about oral traditions with the support of UC Los Angeles, USA through Modern Endangered Archives Program (MEAP).

Describe your organization’s involvement in or contribution to the drafting of the national Periodic Report on the implementation of the Convention.

	We have had involved or contributed to the preparation of periodic reports by the goverment.  Noken, Phinisi, and Pantun. We participate in the periodic report preparation team as resource persons and researchers. For Noken, activities were carried out in Papua, Phinisi in Tanah Bira, South Sulawesi and Pantun in Pekanbaru, Riau. The reporting process is divided into 3 major activities, namely the first is focus group discussion activity to gather various input from the community and actors of the reported elements. The second activity is filling out a report form and the third is strengthening the community to remain enthusiastic about continuing and maintaining its cultural heritage.  All activities were carried out in 2024.

Describe your organization’s participation in the preparation of nominations to the Urgent Safeguarding List or Representative List, requests for International Assistance or proposals of Good Safeguarding Practices.

	OTA has contributed several times to the preparation of intangible cultural heritage nominations to UNESCO, especially for the Three Genres of Balinese Dance received in 2O15, Pinisi received in 2O17, Pantun, received in 2020. OTA participates in research and verification of these cultural works before being nominated. OTA is also involved in discussions and the process of submitting nominations to UNESCO. OTA was present at the nomination meetings in Namibia, Addis Ababa, in Seoul and in Port Louis, Mauritius. Specifically in Mauritius, OTA consults with a team of experts from UNESCO to improve the proposed Pantun  whose nominations are promoted by OTA. In the process of nominating the pantun the OTA also carried out cultural diplomacy with the Malaysian side and together with the Malaysian team the OTA worked together with the government to prepare forms, make improvements and re-propose Pantun as a joint nomination with Indonesia Malaysia. This is the first time Indonesia has submitted a joint nomination with another country. Apart from being active in nominations to UNESCO, OTA is also active in conducting workshops to strengthen the protection of intangible cultural heritage in various regions of Indonesia.

At the beginning of 2025, OTA prepared Mak Yong's proposal as an extension nomination for Malaysia, which received UNESCO recognition in 2008. OTA is very interested in this proposal because Mak Yong is one of the cultural works that is being revitalized and maintained so that its existence remains alive in the Batam and Bintan Malay communities.

	The Oral Traditions Association (OTA) actively engages in safeguarding intangible cultural heritage (ICH) through collaborations with UNESCO and its networks.

OTA has worked directly with UNESCO Headquarters and Field Offices by contributing to the Heritage Alive series and participating in intergovernmental meetings in June and December 2024. Additionally, OTA received authorization to use the UNESCO and 2003 Convention emblems while participating in the 20th-anniversary celebration of the Convention for the Safeguarding of ICH in 2023, held in Riau, Indonesia.

OTA also collaborates with National Commissions for UNESCO and UNESCO Chairs to advance heritage preservation efforts. Moreover, OTA has received financial support from UNESCO’s Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund, specifically from the Asia-Pacific division, to produce films documenting cultural traditions.

While OTA has yet to establish cooperation with the 2003 Convention’s Global Network of Facilitators and Category 2 Centres, its involvement in UNESCO-related activities and funding programs highlights its commitment to ICH preservation. Through these initiatives, OTA continues to promote the documentation, transmission, and protection of Indonesia’s diverse cultural heritage.

Has your organization participated in the sessions of the Committee? If so, please indicate which sessions you attended and whether you had any specific role during these meetings.

	OTA attended the General Assembly meeting. Especially in the year 2000 / 2010, the chair of OTA, Associate Professor Dr. Pudentia MPSS M.A. got the assignment as assistant to the Indonesian ambassador to UNESCO in the field of culture and communication. After that, she and other OTA management staff attended the meeting. Her involvement in meetings allows her to provide input for cultural heritage nominations and activities to protect local language and culture. In the last five years OTA has always been present in General Assembly (2022, 2024) as well as  intergovernmental meetings (Maroko/2022, Botswana/2023, Paraguay/2024) and NGO meetings. Indonesia through OTA made contributions to support NGO meetings and publication.

	OTA has not had the opportunity to become a member of the Evaluation Body. OTA has already made nominations to become members of the EB in 2014 in Paris and 2018 in Port Louis, Mauritius.

	We have not provided yet any suggestions or advisory services directly to the committee. Through the Indonesian government and through friends on the NGO steering committee, we have proposed to state the importance of the role of NGOs in the implementation of conventions in each member country. This statement is very important because it can be used as a basis for action in making programs for implementing the convention in each country. Not all countries actually provide financial support or facilities and recognition for NGOs as partners for the UNESCO convention. In addition, it is important to hold workshops to strengthen cultural heritage communities accompanied by traditional festivals that are almost extinct in each country. 

In the future, OTA is willing to host workshops and festivals of this endangered tradition. OTA also intends to strive for the widest possible publication of such activities. OTA proposes that if UNESCO intends to invite or request NGO participation, an official letter directly in the name of the NGO is also needed so that the NGO concerned can manage matters relating to administration and visa license more easily. With the stipulation of Pantun in the UNESCO list last year, OTA in the future can play a more important role, especially in providing a model of rescue and development of intangible cultural heritage such as Pantun and other oral traditions.

	Some of the OTA staff have academic capacity in understanding English and some are proficient in French. However, in general we use Indonesian and most OTA members still speak their mother tongue. As already reported, we have about 787 regional languages and nearly a thousand ethnic groups with their cultural diversity. In fact, this can be used as material to make cultural heritage protection programs more real.

Does your organization have experience in working across several intangible cultural heritage domains? Please describe your experiences.

	We are very aware that as an institution accredited by UNESCO to implement the 2OO3 Convention, OTA needs to cooperate with various parties, both with government agencies and with supporting communities and traditional owners. By developing an attitude of respect for human equality, cultural diversity, and the importance of protecting the nation's cultural heritage, OTA has developed three approaches that have developed into five approaches, namely 1/ development of traditional knowledge into science through academic activities, 2/ Documentation and Publication, 3/ Performance, 4/ Development of creative industries in the field of film and tourism, and 5/ Community strengthening / Capacity Building. The oral tradition interpreted by OTA and its community includes not only stories, fairy tales, but also includes all things that are passed down from generation to generation through speech and things that are not or are not related to letters / characters. This definition has been conveyed since 1993 when the OTA was founded. Therefore, the scope of oral traditions in Indonesia is quite broad.

	When evaluating and analyzing documents or proposals, OTA relies on established guidelines formulated by experts, as well as insights gained through practical experience. The organization comprises a diverse group of members, including cultural heritage scholars, cultural practitioners, and traditional experts. This multidisciplinary collaboration plays a crucial role in developing effective assessment and evaluation frameworks, ensuring a well-rounded and comprehensive approach.

	We only use English when communicating or interacting with foreign parties, even though some OTA members speak French and also Dutch. In general, in our daily communication and with friends from allied countries such as Malaysia, Brunei and Singapore, we use the Malay / Indonesian language which is actually spoken by about 275 two hundred seventy-five million people. However, we realize that mastering English will make it easier for OTA to communicate with various parties. Therefore, the two languages mentioned above are used on the web and social media

Does your organization have experience in working at the international level or the capacity to apply local experience to an international context? Please describe such experience.

	Basically, OTA works at the national level. There are 27 regions out of 34 provinces that are areas for the oral tradition safeguarding program. This program is carried out not only by Indonesians, but also carried out and assisted by OTA colleagues from various other countries. The ritual research in Toraja, South Sulawesi and East Nusa Tenggara was carried out jointly by researchers from CNRS, France and local researchers assisted by master students of the oral tradition study program. Likewise, research on fairy tales in Palue, Manggarai, Flores was carried out jointly by researchers from Sweden and local researchers. Research on fairy tales and stories from Dayak, East Kalimantan was carried out by our colleagues from Italy and those from Maluku were carried out by our colleagues from the Netherlands.
By working with various parties of various professions and backgrounds, OTA can always update its program by getting suggestions, input, and various thoughts
