Describe your organization’s contribution to strengthening institutional and human capacities for safeguarding intangible cultural heritage.

	We have been working on translating the ‘’Text of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage’’ in to the Kanuri indigenous language to the understanding of the relevant wider members of the Kanuri community  (traditional leaders, teachers, farmers, holders of traditional knowledge, women and others) who mostly do not understand the international languages (English, Arabic, Portuguese or French) in which this document exists, and also who mostly do not understand the works of the United Nations, UNESCO or the Convention. However, and unfortunately there was a flood disaster on the 10th September,2004 in the city of Maiduguri where we are located with almost 50% of the entire city was submerged by the flood, as a result our office was also submerged too and all of our documents and systems relating to this ongoing project and some other projects were destroyed. So this activity relating to the thematic area under Research and documentation which would have given room to digest on the amendments to the Operational Directives for the Implementation of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage adopted by the General Assembly of the States Parties to the Convention at its tenth session (UNESCO Headquarters, 11 to 12 June 2024) remains uncompleted.

However, during the period under review we have organised other activities successfully under other thematic areas including capacity building, awareness-raising and education, safeguarding in emergencies and crises as well as transmission of intangible cultural heritage (ich) and education.

	My organisation had partnered with the Nigerian government through the ministry of culture towards working on the understanding and the domesticating of the 2003 convention of the UNESCO-ICH in Nigeria.
We are also currently working with the state government in Nigeria on the possibility of mainstreaming ICH education  into our primary and or secondary schools curriculum.

	Since the last 14 years, the Kanuri indigenous community across Nigeria, Chad and Cameroon have been suffering massive displacements due to the ongoing insurgency or social unrest generally referred to as the ‘Boko Haram’ insurgency in our territory. This ongoing menace in our Land, though retarded to its lowest level now since it started, but unfortunately the impacts of   this unrest still keeps destroying our intangible cultural heritage. In view of this situation, we carried out series of inventorying and research works aimed at preventing the fast disappearance of our ich elements due to these displacements and at the end we arrived at a solution known as ‘’increasing ich cultural practices towards preserving the Kanuri ich’’. As we are having many challenges towards working on inventorying or documentation of the ich , so that’s why we are encouraging the  oral practices of our  ich among its holders  as a means of  preservation and the protection for our  vulnerable ich. This has significantly helped in retarding the  disappearance of some of our vulnerable  ich  under decay.

	As an accredited NGO under the UNESCO-ICH we jointly contribute alongside other fellow accredited NGOS under the NGO Forum during the UNESCO ICH Sessions and other related icch activities on issues that can have positive impacts on the works for safeguarding cultural heritage through exchanging of knowledge, experiences and ideas with policy makers, governments and UNESCO officials attending the Sessions and related events.
At the community. local level  we are currently working with the relevant members of our community  on the issue of mainstreaming the ich safeguarding  in to our customary laws.

	We collaborate with traditional doctors in our community in our various towns and villages in promoting the importance of the Kanuri traditional local herbs/medicines use in curing some common endemic diseases such as malaria, typhoid and cholera diseases to save lives and preserve the ich in this regard, and as a result we occasionally organise events to transmit this traditional knowledge to other members of the community.

	At present we are on the project of translating the UNESCO 2003 convention of the Intangible Cultural Heritage in to the Kanuri native/local language for the understanding of the convention by the wider community as explained in question no. B.1. above.
During our traditional festivals we use the occasions to inform stakeholders whose works are related to safeguarding ich in our community on the importance of the intangible cultural heritage, its safeguarding and protections. We also share knowledge on identified emanating  threats on our ich  and how we can face the challenges.

	Apart from organising events directly by our organisation such as workshops and organising ich completions in the community in order to raise awareness on intangible cultural heritage, we also try as much as possible to keep participating in other community events such as the annual farm cultivation festival, the annual get together festival as well as the religious festivals where we present our ideas relevant to protecting, preserving and documenting  our still existing intangible cultural heritage elements.
In view of the above, our organisation over the years has developed very close relationship with the traditional leaders of the community as well as school teachers and traditional knowledge holders in the Kanuri community.
