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Single global submission system for periodic reporting

= The twentieth session of the Committee confirmed that all States Parties would be requested
to submit their reports for the deadline of 30 June 2027 and every four years thereafter,
covering all reporting mechanisms of the Convention. The Committee also recommended the
General Assembly to approve relevant amendments to the Operational Directives at its
upcoming eleventh session (Decision 20.COM 6.c) to support the move towards a single
global submission system of periodic reporting.

= Building on the results of the five regional consultations held in 2025, the reflection year
(2026) provides an opportunity to take stock of lessons learned, address existing concerns
and, through a broad and participatory approach, shaping the next periodic reporting
